Ashes of Klaas...(Tragical Jubile,

1937-2007)

It is 70 years that year since the Big Terror has
started, but Mass Media and juridical journals didn’t
pay any attention to this event. The words by A.L
Solgenitsin arouse in memory, “Memory is the
weakest point of the Russian, especially memory
for evil...”Oblivion of the past is not at all harmless
for it doesn’t guarantee that totalitarism and chilling
stalinism don’t come back. During the repressions
more than 700 thousand people died and more
than 1, 5 million were imprisoned. Terror causes
the loss of ability to understand person as an aim,
but not a mean, thus appeal to be careful is not
vain. Remember the events of the Black October
of 1993. In October, 1991 the President of RSFSR
B.N. Eltsin signed the Law “On Rehabilitation of
Victims of Political Repressions”. In two years the
defenders of the White House were shot down to
death by instructions of that very B. Eltsin. That was
the way legally elected legislative power was thrown
down. The most terrible of all was ‘an absolute and
deliberate indifference of the majority of population
to the fate of the defenders of the White House.
V.0. Klutchevky is right to say, that the repetition
and recurrence is the most characteristic feature
of the Russian history. Most Russians believe that
in criminality counteraction every means can go.

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On the Anniversary of Ninel Fedorovna Kuznetsova

On the 9th of December it is the 80th anniversary
of the Prizewinner of State Award of USSR, Honored
Scientific Worker of RF, Doctor of Law, Professor,
professor of Moscow State University — Ninel
Fedorovna Kuznetsova.

Ninel Fedorovna was bormm on the 9th of
December, 1927 in Tashkent. In 1946 she entered
Law Department of Moscow State University. She
was recommended to enter a post-graduate school.
In 1953, under the scientific guidance A.N. Trainin,
she defended a candidate degree on the topic
“Responsibility for Preparation and Encroachment
According to Soviet Criminal Law”. Since that she has
been working as an assistant, of Criminal Law Chair
and than as an associate professor and a professor
and a head of Criminal Law and Criminology in
Moscow State University. She is the author of many
books, including: “Responsibility for Preparation
and Encroachment According to Soviet Criminal
Law” (1958); “Criminality Consequences Meaning
to Criminal Responsibility” (1958); “Crimes and
Criminality” (1969, the same title has a doctoral
thesis defended in 1968).

For 15 years Ninel Fedorovna has been Public
Deputy of Lenin Regional Deputy Counsil, City
of Moscow. She headed the Socialistic Legacy
Committee. For 15 years she has been a public
assessor in Moscow Regional Courts. After that she
worked in scientific advisory councils within Supreme
Court of USSR, RF, General Prosecutor’s Office of
RF. She is one of the reformators of national criminal
legislation since 1980s. The reforms were held in the
bases of criminal legislation of USSR and the Soviet
Republics (1991), theoretical model of criminal law
(1987), model of criminal code for CIS states (1996),
CC RF. She was a sharp critic of the Federal Law of
December, 8, 2003 before and after acception.

Atthe beginning of 1960s mostsciences, including
criminology that is improper for the government,
regenerate and it needs statistical data. In 1963
professors S.S. Ostroumov' and N.F. Kuznetsova
created and read experimental course of Criminology
at Law Department at MSU. Then, since 1964 this
course became compulsory. In 1966 the first course
book on Soviet Criminology was edited. One of the
authors was N.F. Kuznetsova. Then, since 1968 she
has been a permanent editor of most of course books
and manuals, including the course book edited by
G.M. Minkovsky (1998) and V.V. Luneev (second

She continues to
develop comparative criminology and criminal law:
“Contemporary Bourgeois Criminology” (1974), re-
edited in Japan and written in co-authorship with
L. Veltsel (FRG); “Contemporary Criminal Law
in FRG” (1980). In 1991, a monograph “Criminal
Law of France, England, FRG and USA: General
Part”, edited by N.F. Kuznetsova, was published. A
book “New Criminal law of CIS and Baltic States”,
edited by N.F. Kuznetsova and L.L. Kruglikov, was
published. In 2004 N.F. Kuznetsova was awarded
a title of Professor of Scientific Center of Criminal
Law of Public University of China. She is a member
of International Criminal Law Association and
of the International Criminological Association.
Ninel Fedorovna held a scientific guidance of post-
graduate students from China, Bulgaria, USA,
FRG, Poland, Canada, Cuba, GDR, Greece. She
guided more than 40 candidates and 5 doctors of
science. She taught several thousands of jurists.
In 2007, a new monographs “Problems of Crimes
Qualifying: Lections on the Course “Bases of Crimes
Qualifying” was published. The audio visual found
of lections was created (master class) by Professor
N.F. Kuznetsova.

The age doesn’t influence her. She is a special,
charming and charismatic woman.

Alfred Ernestovitch Jalinski was born on the
17th of October, 1932 in Rostov-on-Don. He is
a Doctor of Law, Professor, Honoured scientific
worker of RF. In 1955 he successfully graduated
Law Department of Rostov State University. After
graduating post-graduate school of Moscow State
University he defended a candidate thesis under the
scientific guidance of Professor A.N. Vasiliev on the
topic “Examination in Soviet Criminal Procedure”.

Yakovlevitch Foinitski

Ivan Yakovlevitch Foinitski was born on the 29th
of August, 1847, in Gomel Region of Mogilevski
Oblast in a family of ex-serves of Count Paskevitch.

In 1864 he successfully graduated Mogilev
College. Then she entered Law Department of Saint
Petersburg University. He successfully defended his
master’s thesis in Saint Petersburg University on the
18th April, 1871 on the topic : Swindle in Russian
Law”. He spent half a year in England, where he
got interested penitentiary problems. When he came
back to Russia, he started to read lectures on prison
keeping to all the students of Law Department, later
it was named “Penalty Course”, up to 1905, and it
was published as a “Penalty Course, Connected with
Prison Keeping” (1889).

In 1876 he started to work and at the age of 29
he took the position of chief prosecutor of Cassation
Department on Criminal Cases of Governing Senate.
On the 1st of March, in Saint Petersburg, he defended
a doctoral thesis on the topic “Exile in the West”.

In Kazan University A.A. Piontkovski
successfully defended his master thesis on the
topic “On Criminal Conviction or System of Trial.
Criminal Political Research” (Odessa, 1894). Till
1899 A.A. Piontkovski was a professor of Criminal
Law and Procedure Chair in Demidov Lyceum in
Yaroslavl. In 1899 A.A. Pionkovski took the position
of professor of Kazan University, since he defended
his doctoral thesis in 1900 on the topic “Conditional
Release. Criminal Political Research” (Kazan, 1900)
he became the head of the chair. A.A. Piontkovski
was one of the founders of Russian criminology and
he divided criminal law sciences into 1) criminology;
2) criminal politics; 3) criminal dogmatics.

Andrei Antonovitch Piontkovski died on the 25th
of December, 1915 in Kazan.

“Criminal World
Essays™: bitterness, sarcasm, bright metaphorism
of the world of professional criminals, the world of
people who are not humans any more. V.T. Shalamov,
when compared his imprisonment in 1930-1950,
concluded, that in 1930s the social foundation of
professional criminals grew a lot - the all-social
reason he considered to be collectivization. The
specificity of all-social determinants of professional
criminality shows in “grey zones”, which were
created on the initiative of the State, such as GULAG,
these institutes became a school for criminals. As far
as motivation and its determination is concerned,
he claims, that professional criminals do care about

L Y. Foinitski. Criminal Law, Its Object
and Aims
On the basis of comparative historical analysis the
author proves that the subject of criminal law is not
a crime but criminality, i.e. the state of an individual
that causes violation of juridical relations, guarded by
penalty. The field of criminal law includes not only
expressions of criminality, but also its conditions,
i.e. different events and phenomena resulting in
juridical criminal state. The analysis aims at defining
the level of personal involvement of an individual in
a crime in order to apply the proper penalty and is
bases on statistics. The fisld of criminal law includes
examination of criminality and its consequences, i.e.
the analysis of juridical relations, which take place
as a result of crime commitment. This relations are
called penalty. It should be studied by criminal law
from the point of view of being a juridical measure
and a measure of state politics.

A. A. Piontkovski. Criminal Politics and Suspended
Sentence
The two great sources, two great ideas, inspiring
contemporary science is causality and expediency.
Criminal world contain absolutely different elements:
children, adults, psychologically cripple, healthy and
steady, persons close to criminality and those being
casual and episodical criminals. It is not expedient
to counteract all these types of criminality just by a
single means. The criminals can be divided into two
groups: 1) people obsessed by criminality, criminals
in origin, profession and habits; 2) people obsessed
by sharp criminality — episodical criminals. The basic
means to counteract the activity of the second group
is a mechanism of suspended sentence: 1 — putting
the convict under the guidance and supervision; 2
— interchange of trial and obligatory guarantee; 3 —
absolute absence of guidance or supervision.

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A. A. Piontkovski. The Criminal Law Science, Its
Object, Aims, Contents and Meaning (1895)
Criminal law science deals with criminality
examination, the defining of laws of nature provoking
that activity, and founding way of counteraction.
It is a difficult science. In its contemporary state
it includes: 1) criminology, 2) criminal politics;
3) criminal dogmatics. Criminology is a field of
criminal law that deals with examination of criminal
activity as a social phenomenon, defining its natural
laws. Criminological researches are based on
determinism, on assumption that causality rules the
process of genesis of the phenomena examined. The
links between criminality and the two factors are
determined: 1) personal specific features of criminals
(individual factor); 2) environmental conditions,
leading to genesis of the suchlike abilities (physical
social factor). Criminal politics is a field of criminal
law, that is aimed to study means of counteraction
criminality. These means should be reasonable and
expedient, taking into consideration both individual
and physical social factors of criminality. Criminal
dogmatics aims at studying those legal norms, which
represent criminality counteraction. These measures
should correspond the aims of fighting criminality
and defending people. Measures counteraction
physical social factor of criminality involve different
sides of a social life: political, economical and others.
They are regulated by state law, civil law, police law;
all they should correspond criminal politics. Criminal
dogmatics deals only with relations regulating as
a result of counteraction to individual factor of
criminality.

The thesis contains: Chapter 1 “Scientific View on
Criminality Counteraction”. The subjects of theory
of counteraction are regularities, defining necessity
in a social process; law of genesis, functioning and
development of all the social system of counteraction
and its  subsystems;, legal, informational,
organizational, resource bases and conditions of
effectiveness of criminality counteraction; methods
and tactics of preparation, realization and correction
of criminality preventive measures; scientific,
methodological theoretical problems, fulfilling the
adequate approach to the research and analysis of
the items. Chapter 2 “Social Sources of Criminality
Counteraction”. The mechanism of influence of
social factors onto criminality prevention is rather
flexible; the requirement of the society change, its
abilities grow, the object of influence is flexible,
the aims of counteraction need to be corrected, the
methods change, its effectiveness also grows. Two
groups of empirical data are being analyzed: index
of necessity to influence the objects, possessing
criminogenic features and characteristics; and index
of necessity to guard object, which need protection.
Chapter III “Criminological Prevention in System
of Criminality Precautions™: the indications are:
direction, i.e. orientation of precautions to regulate
behavior in the field of criminal law, potency, i.e.
presence of real or potential connection between
precautions activity and the changes in the object.
Criminological precautions is a social process, the
issue of which is the application of special methods
and means, knowledge and skills in people’s
behavior regulation in order to eliminate negative
events, causing crime commitment.

into precaution complexes, precaution programs
and acts. Chapter V “Initial Theses of Precautious
Process Methodology” — the system of regulations
and methods of different commonness, directed onto
aims of precaution achievement and based on taking
into account of special features of preventive working
in order to eliminate criminogenic and enforcement
of anticriminogenic factors, connected with physical
and emotional energy consumption, including high
responsibility for preventive tasks realization. The
special features are: variety of required skills and
knowledge; necessity to act in uncertainty; high and
varied obligations; high responsibility; competitive
and stressful environment. Chapter VI “Preparatory
Stage of Prevention” defined the aims and necessary
conditions for its fulfillment, including particular
aims: criminological monitoring (exposure and
identification of criminogenic factors); regulation
(elimination of negative and development of positive
factors); education; control and monitoring. Chapter
VII “Preparation of Organizational Conditions
of Criminality Prevention” includes: relatively
homogenic steady structure, consisting of subject
elements of precaution; links between them; ways
of connection; different types of organizational
structures of smaller scale, constant and qualified
activity aimed at creation, correction and development
of organizational structure in order to find solution
to preventive tasks.

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A. E. Jalinski. Contemporary Problems of
Criminological Discourse

The author proves the necessity of pointing out
and analysis of a criminological discourse as an
independent social phenomenon, which is understood
as that having general object and content of discussion
of criminal social phenomenon and which should
be included into the course of criminology. Thus,
the author claims several theses. Then, he points
out three factors proving necessity of criminality
discourse perfection; the place of criminological
discourse in the system of understanding criminality,
thus the criminality should be potential, it should give
the society necessary information, gaining optimal
correspondence between knowledge it needs and
regulative information, which could be understood
by individuals possessing no special knowledge in
criminology.

He defines discourse as: 1) communication, i.e.
interaction in which criminology is studied; 2) speech
interaction, speech practice, which is often aimed by
criminologists to study the feeling for law and order
in the form of questioning, that is not enough; 3)
process, aimed at a definite subject, i.e. disputable
questions, presented in criminal law; 4) system of
argumentation; 5) group of the involved.

The structure of criminological discourse involves:
content, subjects, object, procedures and regulations,
dynamics and the results of a discourse. Disputable
situations of a criminological discourse are connected
with: 1) quality and thelevel of discourse development;
2) lack and insufficiency of information, necessary
for the discourse; 3) inaccessibility of discourse
to all the individuals; 4) violation of the discourse
procedure; 5) neglect of the results of discourse.
The author points out three types of information in
criminological discourse: dealing with criminology
itself, including notions, system of the field of science,

The
subject of deeds is always an individual (natural
person) or a legal entity: these individuals possess
free will, self-express by a trial-and-error method,
their behavior is deviant, they are responsible for
their acts. Defective state of mind (9 types) of an
individual is a causal complex of a criminal behavior.
The causes of a human ability to crime commitment
lie in corruptness, in desire to self-express at any
price, aggressiveness and other natural capabilities
and features. In contemporary Russia the system of
precautions should aim at: 1) influence onto causes
of negative, deviant behavior of children by means
of education and up-bringing; 2) precaution and
prevention of criminal behavior of drown-ups by
means of social control, restoration justice instead of
repressive measures of criminality counteraction.

Exile may be an effective means to counteract
illegal migration (drugs trade, terrorism, human
trade) as well as that of the underage, women and
those not able to work. State violence bounding with
terror is effective when: 1) it meets the interests of
the majority of population; 2) connected with social
economic, inner and outer political measures for the
advantage of the majority of population, especially
for working class; 3) its necessity could be proved by
some moral positions. On then account of helplessness
of judges and all the law enforcement in general, it is
reasonable to speak about state violence as a method
of professional criminality counteraction.

V. M. Abdkrashitov. Shall Presumption of Innocence
be applied in Counteraction Corruption and Terrorism?

The principle of presumption of innocence is
presented in the main law UN document “Declaration
of Human Rights”, Constitution of RF, Criminal
and Criminal Procedural Code of RF. If one calls a
person whose guilt is not proved in the court guilty
and noted in a sentence, he should be protected by all
the progressive forces. In USA every immigrant or
foreigner is made to prove that s/he is not a terrorist
right on the border. In April, 2002, the Supreme
Court of CPR declared that a person accused on such
civil cases as medical crimes, patent law violation,
environmental pollution, human and animals
aggression, should prove their innocence, otherwise
they should be sentences guilty. The author concludes,
that presumption of innocence exists, no matter what
happened: murder, corruption, hooliganism, truancy
or a terror act. The guilt of a person should be proved
by an accusation, prosecution, and a person himself
could be passive, he is not obliged to make excuses
and to prove his innocence.

(government); 2) juice; 3) mixed; 4) excise tax. Two
criteria are used: 1) state income, and measures to
limit population corruption. The table “Politics of
Russian Leaders on the Question of Production and
Trade of Alcohol Drinks, Drinking and Measures of
Counteraction in 1649 — 1825”. Both forms of tax
payment used to change a lot, but in general, until
1765 the system of juice tax payment prevailed. On
the 9th of August, 1765, Katherine II declared that
this business could be run only by the noble and the
vine trade was two times more profitable than that of
bakery and bread. Then, the system of juice payments
was introduced. The state system of legal regulation
of production, trafficking and trade was mainly
introduced at the beginning of the XX century. In
Russia the production and trade of vodka within juice
system provoked immense corruption, violation
of legislation be administration and officials, theft,
criminality and drinking, the phenomena considered
to be “purely Russian”, though they didn’t exist until
that.

D. N. Gavrilenko. Local Government Official as a

The municipal service can
be done by individual, aged 18. Officials are divided
into three categories: officials fulfilling functions
of representatives of power, local government,
municipal organs.

are presented: 1) the criminality tends to become more
intellectual, so it is possible that new types of crimes
may arouse; 2) in 5-10 years group of professional
criminals would force out any other forms; 3) the
tendencies of development of criminality in different
Europeans countries would vary (in 1 and 2 group of
states the growth would be slow — 2-3% a year; in 3
group the tendencies are diverse; in the 4 group the
growth would be stable — 5-7% a year). According to
the report by V.F. Tsepelev, all-world in the second
half of XX century has grown in average in 3-4 times,
on the territory of the former USSR in 6-8 times; in
USA in 7-8 times; in UK in 6-7 times; in Germany
in 3-4 times; in France in 5-6 times; in Japan in 1,5
— 2 times. The total amount of crimes committed
annually in the world is 500 million. Average annual
growth of world criminality is 3-5%. The reports by
officers of Scientific Research Institution of MIA
Ukraine A.G. Gulik and I.V. Oprishko are presented,
they characterize tendencies of development of
criminality and its control in Ukraine in 1992 — 2005,
the forecast of criminality development in Ukraine
for 2006-2015.

V. I Gladkikh. Contemporary Criminal Situation in
Moscow (Regional Criminological Analysis

Results)

In 1971 the coefficient of criminality in Moscow
was 4422 crimes per 100 thousand of population.
The Factors: since 1932, the were limitations for
residence permit including those being previous
convicted, even if they had lived in Moscow before
conviction. Constant cleanups were done in the city to
minimize the number of “the suspect or unreliable”:
homeless, parasites, alcoholics. The objective causes
for low criminality period within that period are: 1)
special features of social demographic structure of
Moscow population — the majority of population are

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well-educated people, university students, whose
criminal activity is relatively low; 2) high level of
latency of criminality; 3) high level of migration.
In Moscow the coefficient of criminality for the last
years is 2500 crimes, in Russia inn average — 2000.
The author concludes that criminological situation in
Moscow is largely defined by general social economic,
demographic and cultural features of a large city: a
capital of a region or a state, large productive and
cultural centre, large concentration of population,
functional anonymous contacts between people, high
level of migration. It results in: constant concentration
of large masses of migrants, who commit half of all the
crimes; internal migration of criminality that results
in lack of coincidence of a place of crime commitment
and the habitation of a criminal; large amount of
mass culture, social political affairs, requiring large
amount of militia officers. There are some qualitative
characteristics of Moscow criminality: tendency to
violence; usage of weapon and explosives; organized
groups and professionalism dominate; structural
changes in economic criminality. The characteristic
criminological features are: high level of criminality
with a tendency to stable growth; large amount of
violent crimes; the domination of burglary and theft;
the large amount of murders; relatively low level
of underage criminals; growth of group and violent
criminality; large amount of crimes committed in
public; growth of drugs trade.

The characteristics of criminal personalities
in a large city: low criminal activity of people, not
involved in production; large amount of criminals
with secondary education usually involved in service;
the amount of criminals with higher education; most
of the workers, committed a crime, are involved in
some hard work and mostly live in the suburbs of
Moscow; the number of workers in the social structure
of criminals is low; criminals tend to be younger,
mostly aged 18-24; the number of recidivists is low
because the number of professional criminals grow;
the large number of migrant criminals; the number
of criminals without registration or homeless is
relatively high (46,2%); the steadily large number of
crimes committed by alcohol intoxicated criminals.

Skriptchenko. Social Economic Presuppositions of
Criminality in Archangel Oblast

The authors presented a detailed analysis of
the development of the economics of the region
and made criminological conclusions. Moreover,
they concluded, that co relational analysis shows
the interdependence of statistic index of density of
population and the level of criminality in Archangel
Oblast. The high density of population contributes
to a large number of burglaries and pick-pocketing,
concealing of evidence. The majority of theft is
committed in the centre of the city and in sleeping
areas.

The authors offer: to give the population ability
to take up mortgage, to fulfill programs supporting
young families and that having many children,
to provide social habitation for the needy. These
measure are supposed to contribute to lowering of
the level of social and family domestic crimes. The
Jjuvenile delinquency: in 2001 — 2005 more than 3,8
thousand of parents were deprived of parental rights,
violent and severe conflicts and violence toward
children lead to escapes and child neglect. The social
demographic characteristics of a person involved
in drugs crime: 30 — aged male, with secondary
education, having no constant income, not convicted
before. In 2001 — 2006 the number of disclosed
crimes lowered (from 20011 to 14843) because of
objective factors: insufficient financial and technical
support, not enough transport means, small number
of sobering-up stations and hospitals specialized
in treating alcoholism; bad state of isolation ward;
because of subjective conditions: stuff maintenance;
number of stuff members differ from the required
and from the norm, the actual number makes 44% of
the required, 41% in police patrol, motorway patrol —
29%. The authors analyzed other types of crimes and
factors influencing criminality in the region.

A. A. Rustamov. On Perfection of Regulation Legal
Bases of Juvenile Delinquency Prevention in Russia

The subsystem regulation legal measures of
juvenile delinquency prevention is characterized
by: 1) insufficient level of law systematization;
2) unbalanced structure; 3) violation of principle
of cooperation of state and non-state subsystem of
prevention; 4) absolute absence of administrative
regulations for state power and institutions; 5)
insufficient financial support; 6) the absence of
system of effective social control of financing;
7) the majority of measures bear propaganda and
informational character. It is necessary to accept
in the form of Decree of the President the Concept
of prevention criminality and other forms of social
delinquency within the under aged; it is necessary
to accept a list of serious additions to Federal Law
“On Bases of Neglect Prevention System ...”, which
would ensure law guarantees: 1) finance support of
major directions and forms of prevention; 2) full
monitoring of juvenile delinquency; 3) effective civil
control of state and local government activity. It is
necessary to accept administrative regulations on
supportofjuveniles and their families in social danger;
type regional program of pedagogical prevention of
delinquency and other social deviations.

P. N. Kobets. Precautions of Criminality Connected
with lllegal Trade of Drugs and Psychotropic Substances
in Russia (Causes, Tendencies, Forecast)

Contemporary drugs business is a well-organized
system of criminal activity, including illegal
production, acquisition, keeping, transportation,
consignment, trade, theft, inclination to usage,
illegal growth of drugs and psychotropic substances.
Corruption is a natural field of drugs business.
The number of drugs dealers in Russia is about
200 thousand people. Heroin tends to force out
“traditional” herbal sorts of drugs. 93% of marijuana,
85% ofhashish, 78% of opium come to Russia through
Kazakhstan. Every dollar spent in drugs business
gives 12 thousand dollar income as well as that spent
in gun trade. The average price of 1 kilo of heroin in
Afghanistan is 7008$; after crossing the border - 800$:
in Dushanbe the price is 1500-2008$; in Kirgizia and
Kazakhstan — 6000 — 7000 $, in Russia — 70 0008$.
So, it is more profitable to produce heroin as close to
Russia as possible. Moreover, the producers trying
to lessen the price save money on clearing, and the
powder becomes grey, but it is beyond comparison
in the market. The author proposes the perfection of
the informational support by way of organizing of a
system of monitoring drugs situation in Russia and
its subjects; law support and changes in criminal law
and administrative norms in order to stricken the
responsibility for drugs trade, to initiate scientific
research as means to minimize the drugs usage and
to counteract drugs addition, to involve educational
and scientific institutions in Russia.

V. I. Boev. Law Regime of Martial Law in Russian
Federation and its Criminal Law Insuring

Criminal responsibility for heavy crime
commitment in wartime is regarded to be a ensuring
measure within martial law. On the other side, state
can use enforcement of criminal repressions for
delinquency, being especially dangerous in wartime.
Formation of criminal legislation, ensuring normal
functioning of law regime in wartime and military
political safety of a state in general should be
independent from Federal Law “On Martial Law” or
it functions as a passive legal act.

D. O. Feoctistov. Questions of Guarding Constitutional
Rights and Freedoms in Foreign Countries
Legislation
It not enough to declare one’s private life to be
inviolable, it should be ensured by legislation. These
relations are not typical to Russian judicial practice:
right to choose gender, free sexual orientation,
exploitation of name and appearance, dactyloscopy,
usage of polygraph, telephone numbers defining,
electronic data base creation, etc. The German
experience in defining post secrecy is rather positive,
it is devoted to special subject of encroachment on
privacy. In Criminal Code of Spain, 1995 the privacy
of an individual is defined as a public exploitation
of appearance. Norms, securing privacy are not
systematized in legislations of Austria and Denmark.
According to Criminal Code of Switzerland, 1937, it
is forbidden to get a specially secured information on
smb’s private life or personal data. Criminal Code of
Denmark secures not only rights of living people but
also of the dead. Article 264-a foresees responsibility
for illegal photographing of people in a non-public
place and for watching such people by telescope or
other equipment.

Resocialization of a criminal is a process of
changing values connected with repentance and
vicarious atonement. Repentance is an accepting and
condemnation of one’s act. It reflects in true regret of
an individual in what has been done and in decision
not to do it again. Atonement is a reparation of the
consequences of what has been done and desire to
fulfill the obligations and to restore the relations. It
could take form of financial or moral compensation.
27,4 % of the Preschedule exempts had unfulfilled
compensations. An overall sum of compensation
made 8 678 99 5 rubles, the cancelled sum made
55102 rubles. According to Part 2 Art. 79 of CC
RF “The preschedule exempt is obliged to stay
in within the territory according to certificate of
release; to come to the special institution strictly in
time noted; to get registration or to find a job within
one month after release; to fulfill the compensation;
not to change habitation without notifying to special
control institution; not to go out at night time if it is
not connected with job; to come to special control
organ two times a month; to support financially the
family”.

V.N. Kudryavtsev was born on the 10th of April,
1923, in Moscow. His father Nikolai Georgievitch died
when he was 16. His mother Maria Alekseevna died
when he was 27. He was brought up in an intelligent
family. Both his parents were teachers, and their
friends were scientists. His wife is a philosopher, and
his sons are: Yuri is a jurist, Sergei is a psychologist.
The youth of Vladimir Nikolaevitch is connected with
the Great Patriotic War. He was sent to army from
the institute, he went to Tashkent Military Infantry
School. He studied at Military Juridical Academy,
in 1952 he defended his candidate thesis, in 1963
he defended his doctoral thesis. In 1963 he became
a director of All-Soviet Institute of Criminality
Prevention. In 1973 he took the position of director
of State and Law Institute of AS USSR, he worked as
a member correspondent, and then an academician of
AS USSR on Arts and Social Sciences. He published
more that 600 scientific works. He is a representative
of an epoch in juridical science. He edited many
books. When he was elected to Academy, he was
opposed by scientists who declared that he ignored
and neglected genetic factors of criminality. He was
defended by many scientists, including academician
A.P. Alexandrov, President of AS USSR, who said
that Kudryavtsev wrote Constitution of USSR,
1977. His books were written in a strict academic
language and are always logical. His approaches are
of deep integrative and structured character. He had
a rare gift to make interesting conclusions on the
basis of information he got. He neglected emotional
colouring in a scientific work. He was an Honored
Scientific Worker and was awarded a State Award
of USSR. For his scientific and managerial work
in development of juridical and social sciences he
was given Lenin Award, October Revolution Order,
Honor Order, Order for Achievements, foreign
medals, juridical awards, etc. He was a member of
five foreign Scientific Academies: CPR, Bulgaria,
Finland, Ukraine, Tajikistan). On the 10th of October,
in the building of Presidium RSA (Lenin St., 14) at
11 a.m. a civil requiem was held. The large amount
of people came to say good bye. The procedure was
held by his pupil and follower A.D. Nekipelov.

level, personality of a criminal, preventive measures;

6)  the work should contain the results of the criminological
research held by the author, i.e. general results of activity of judges of
the peace, federal, arbitrary judges, Constitutional Court of RF, or the
results of any court, or the results of any juridical, law activity.

The volume of the doctoral work could be up to 1 p.s. If the
article is accepted, it is necessary to notify the number of his passport,
date of birth, registration address, ITN to get a fee.
