Annotation: today the executive power has a total control over the situa-
tion in the country. Having the majority in the Parliament, it easily lobbies
its legislative politics. It also controls the judiciary power, which is able to
solve any case as it would be told to.

Powers of such tenden-
cy have necessity to cooperate with a civil society and develop democracy.
Tries to get a distance from the society would not help to lessen the level
of corruption, but vise versa, would contribute to the further delivery of so-
cial tension in the country.

Annotation: the author makes a number of conclusions: 1. the Expo-
sure of crimes should be counted in the form of interrelation of the uncov-
ered one within the report period crimes of a definite type to the cumula-
tive number of unexposed crimes of the same type. In this case, the expo-
sure of homicide makes in 2005 — —29,0% (25388/87277), and in 2008—
17,8% (17079/95626), in 2011-13,1% (11525/88091). Officious expo-
sure of homicide is presented in the following data: 2005-85,4 %, 2008—
88,0%, 2011-84,8 %. The real data about the exposure of crimes is differ-
ent from those, officially published: they are several times (even several
dozen times) less. Thus, the official picture is, overall, optimistic: there is
a stable growth of the corresponding index, which should verify the effec-
tive activity of the law enforcement bodies and make the population be-
lieve, that the citizens of Russia are carefully protected. The real situation
is quite the opposite: the law enforcement organs could not effectively
solve the tasks, aimed at counteraction to criminality: the factual index of
exposition of crimes is quite low and has a tendency to lessen. 2. Official
reports about the state of criminality in Russia should include the data on
the cumulative number of unexposed crimes. Crimes of the previous years,
cases on which are not ceased yet, should be uncovered and investigated
just like those crimes, which are registered recently. Thus, the law enforce-
ment organs would have to report about 17-18 million crimes annually,
into which a criminal investigation is launched, requiring inquiry and pre-
liminary investigation. 3. Exactly for the investigation of this great amount
of crimes, the law enforcement organs should undergo reforming. At least,
it is necessary to found a full-scale Head Department for investigation of
crimes, committed within the previous period, including the corresponding
local subdivisions, which would function within the system of the Minis-
try of Internal Affairs. Maximum, it is necessary to found a special feder-
al service for investigation of crimes, committed in the past, (maybe, vest-
ing it with the authority of the Federal Drug Control Service, effectiveness
of which causes doubts). Anyway, the situation requires an urgent solving.

It includes members
from all the regions of the country, including a large number of the repre-
sentatives of foreign countries, which is increasing. The only thing I worry
about is a great, increasing gap scientific research of a high quality, includ-
ing that of Dolgova and those, made within the Russian Criminological
Association, and absolutely inadequate state politics in the sphere of crim-
inality counteraction. Absence of demand and even the neglect of crimi-
nological recommendations could be of a cost to the country. And, thus, I
would like to wish the Russian Criminological Association and its Presi-
dent — long life!

Annotation: the presented analysis of the objective side of serving the
criminal penalty allows to make the following conclusions:

1) the objective side of serving the criminal penalty is a complex of fea-
tures, characterizing the outer side of serving the criminal penalty. The ob-
jective side of serving the criminal penalty includes the following features:
1) undergoing the punitive activity, encroaching this or that object; 2) the
aroused consequences in the form of deprived, limited, interchanged and
fulfilled rights, obligations and legal interests of the convict; 3) the caus-
al link between the process of undergoing the punitive activity and the
aroused consequences in the form of deprivations, limitations, interchang-
es and fulfillments of rights, obligations and legal interests of the convict;
4) order and conditions, place, term, way of undergoing the punitive activ-
ity (serving the penalty);

2) undergoing the punitive activity is a procedure, as a result of which
the convict undergoes deprivations, limitations, interchange and fulfill-
ment of rights, obligations and legal interests. Undergoing the punitive ac-
tivity is the main object of regulations in the process of serving the penal-
ty. In the criminal executive sense, the undergoing the punitive activity has
a number of psychological and legal features, such as: 1) legality; 2) un-
avoidability; 3) criminal penological safety;

3) the order of serving the penalty should be treated as a provided by the
criminal executive legislation sequence, a systematic procedure of serving
the penalty. Conditions of serving the penalty represent a regulated by the

Means of serving the penalty is equipment by means of which the penalty
is served. The way of serving the penalty is a complex of methods and ap-
proaches, which are used by the convict in serving the penalty;

7) by «executing the penalties in the form of compulsory working, cor-
rectional working and freedom deprivation according to the habitation of
the convicty is understood as an execution of these penalties according to
the place of practical or preliminary living of the convict.

Dear Authors,
The Editorial Board of the Bulletin established the following order of
reviewing the articles:

1. Articles, contributed by post-graduate students of civil and
military schools and others, having no scientific degree (being written
in no cooperation with candidates or doctors of law), but who possess
privity of contract with the Bulletin, should undergo the reviewing: 1)
resolution (recommendation) by the Editorial Board of the school or
the Scientific Council of a Law Department of a University; 2) written
review (review) by a Doctor of Philosophy, authoritative author in the
region (or school), not being a scientific guide (consultant). Articles,
contributed by candidate and doctors of law (including those in co-
authorship with post-graduate students of civil and military schools
and others, having no scientific degree), who possess the privity of
contract with the Bulletin, come according to the resolution (recom-
mendation) of the Editorial Board or Scientific Council of a Law De-
partment of a University.

2. Articles, contributed by post-graduate students of civil and
military schools and others, having no scientific degree, candidates
and doctors of law, coming on the initiative of the authors, are accept-
ed according to the resolution of the review (which is given by the
Heads of the by post-graduate students of civil and military schools
and others, having no scientific degree Editorial Departments within
the field of the knowledge). Articles, contributed by post-graduate stu-
dents of civil and military schools and others, having no scientific de-
gree (not written in co-authorship with candidates or doctors of law),
coming on the initiative of the author, are accepted to be reviewed
by the Heads of the Editorial Departments according to: 1) resolu-
tion (recommendation) of an Editorial Council or Scientific Council
of Law Department of the school they belong to; 2) written review (re-
view) by a doctor of law, being an author in the region (school) and
not providing scientific guidance (consultation) to this student. Arti-
cles by candidates of science (including those in co-authorship with
post-graduate students of civil and military schools and others, having
no scientific degree) are usually accepted to be reviewed according to
the written review (review) by a doctor of law, being an author in the
region (school). Articles by doctors of law (including those in co-au-
thorship with post-graduate students of civil and military schools and
others, having no scientific degree, and candidates of law), are usu-
ally accepted by the Heads of the Editorial Departments of the corre-
sponding field of knowledge without any resolutions (recommenda-
tions) and reviews.

3. Articles by the authors, taken to the Editorial Board of the
Bulletin to be reviewed, undergo the discussion at the meeting of the
Editorial Board of the Bulletin, where the resolution is given by at
least two members of the Editorial Board (one written and one oral re-
view), being the specialists in the corresponding field of knowledge.
Direct responsibility for the timed review is entrusted to the Heads of
the Editorial Departments of the corresponding field of knowledge or
research.

In connection with the fact, that the Bulletin was accepted to the
List of leading reviewed scientific bulletin and editions, which should
publish basic scientific results of candidate and doctoral thesis re-
search, since January 1, 2007 and taking into account the fact that
up to nowadays in the Bulletin the works, contributed by doctors and
candidates of law were published, the requirements to the materials
stay the same.

They are:

1) Contributed works by post-graduate students of civil and
military schools, applicants should be of 0,24 printed sheet.; for the
applicants to doctoral degree — 0,48 printed sheet;

2) Any work, contributed to publication, should correspond
to a doctoral scientific level. Otherwise, it would be declined. It
should dwell on some new or direction in criminology and law, or at
least provide some substantial development of the existing knowledge
in the corresponding field, include some innovatory ideas;

3) As it was before, any work in any field of law and any oth-
er science is accepted if it correspond the declared requirements, as far
as the Bulletin remains a criminological one:

a) research in any field of law should include a criminolog-
ical expertise of supposed innovations, among them: at least an an-
swer to the following questions: I)if there is a competence between
the supposed norms of law and those in force; contradictions within
the field of law and between the fields, leading to law violation and
crime commitment as the most dangerous form of its manifestation;
1I) the impact of the supposed project of a normative act to the dynam-
ics of criminality and law violation; growth of one type of criminal-
ity and decrease of the others; III) the way the supposed innovation
could influence latent criminality and law violation and perception of
a real state of criminality; V) the way the supposed norm of law in-
fluence crime commitment, dynamics of criminal behavior, counter-
act it or be neutral; V) if the supposed norm has a preventive function,
i.e. if it possesses one of the aspects of bases of precaution of crimes
or law violation; VI) if it prevents from or stimulates the investigation
of crimes and violations of the law; VII) what is the criminological po-
tential of the supposed norm of law, its perspectives today, in the near-
est and farthest future;

b) if the author could not make a criminological expertise of
the supposed norm, thus it is necessary to make conclusions about the
field of the theory of law, which deals with delictology: qualitative —
quantitative features of the analyzed law violation from the point of
view of legal statistics; corpus delicti of the analyzed law violation,
delict, and/or corpus delicti of the sanctions; causes and conditions of
the delicts at general social level (violation of law) and personal mi-
cro environmental, individual level (violation of law, delict in a field
of law); personality of a delinquent; prevention (precautions), avoid-
ance, suppression of law violation;

c) the contributed article should include the results of a jurid-
ical research you held: integrated results of activity of the world, fed-
eral judges, arbitrary and intermediate courts, Constitutional Court of
RF and Subjects of Federation, or the results of civil, criminal, admin-
istrative disciplinary, constitutional procedure, or any other results of
any juridical or law applicatory activity.

The amount of the article, contributed by a doctor in law, should
be more than 1 printed sheet. The authors, mostly doctors of law,
whose articles were ordered, are given fees and the author should pro-
vide the following personal information: number of his passport, year,
month and date of birth, home address with postal index, TIN.

The materials published in the Bulletin do not necessarily reflect
the point of view of the Editorial Bulletin.
