1969 and Correctional Code of RSFSR in 1970. He
suddenly died on the 13th of December, 1989, he was
buried on the Danilov Cemetery close to his family.
He was a great worker. For the most of us he was a
teacher in the field of science and in the field of life.

N.V. Peskova. On the Question of the Translation
of Proper Names
There is no single rule of transcribing of anthro-
ponimes. One of the following methods can be used to
transmit within the translation of proper names. It can
be translation, transliteration, transcription. Transla-
tion is rarely used. While transmitting ht proper names
of organizations, significant parts of geographical
names (e.f. Bas-Rhin — Lower Rhein); national forms
of proper names (Leon instead of Leon) and geograph-
ical names (compare La China and China); names
Charles and Thomas were refered as Carl and Foma,
according to the principle. Transliteration is the refer-
ence by the letters of one language the way the name is
spelled in the other language according to the relative
correspondence of symbol of one language to the oth-
er with phonetics rules violation. The version German
of the name Hermann in the 19* century corresponded
to the translation norms of that century. Letter cluster
ch is read like[sh], th — [t]. In the names Charles and
Thomas letter s is omitted at the end. According to the
contemporary norms, the name Charles-Thomas Her-
mann should be spelled that way.

Abstract on the Candidate Thesis by
E.F. Pobegailo in the Topic «Criminal Law Coun-
teraction to Premeditated Murders»
The thesis includes Introduction and 3 chapters.
Chapter 1 called «General Characteristics of Pre-
meditated Murders»: a premeditated murder is a so-
cially dangerous, criminally unlawful, premeditated
killing of a person; 4 of 5 victims are people used to
be in close connections with a murderer. Evenly, a
premeditated murder is a socially dangerous act kill-
ing a person, the responsibility for death comes with-
in occasional or premeditated involvement. 2 of 3 of
the crimes are committed in public places, and more
than a half - in public. 2 of 3 are committed at night
or in the evening, mostly in so called «unusual days».
44% are committed with thrust weapon. The subject
of a murder could be any mentis person older than
14; 60% of murderers are under 30; 40% of murder-
ers were autrefois convicts. Mostly the murders are
committed on hooligan motive or on some domestic
basis. Mercenary murders are rare. Chapter 2 called
«Types of Premeditated Murders and Their Qualifi-
cation» claims, that public duty fulfillment is any so-
cial act intended to prevent any socially dangerous
activity or criminality, law and order violation. Vi-
olent murder is that one bringing much suffer to the
victim and including especial violent on the side of
a murderer (callousness, cruelty, violence, etc.). hoo-
ligan motives are realized not only in the necessity
in satisfaction of the felling of outrage, but also in
the desire to counteract the society. It is necessary to
mention aggravating circumstances including group
predetermination. The notion of «privileged murder»
is mentioned. It is suggested to denote the juridical
notion of detention. The contents of infanticide is
determined. Chapter 3 called «Predetermined Mur-
ders Counteractiony is devoted to causes and condi-
tions of predetermined murder, alcoholism, low lev-
el of education and culture of some group of popula-
tion, hooliganism, mercenariness and money-grub-
bing, repeated commission, sponging, thrust weapon
and guns possession. Murder prevention includes: 1)
elimination of causes and conditions of murder; 2)
neutralization of these causes and conditions; 3) cre-
ations of conditions counteracting murder.

The sche-
ma is the crime is usually the following: intention,
thought, delight, desire, determination, act.

A.G. Kibalnik, A.A. Bolatchieva. Seizure of
Property Reanimated: What's Next?

Within 2,5 years, since December, 2003 till July,
2006, seizure of property was excluded from the
Criminal Code of RF. Meanwhile, there were some
international treaties according to which it could be
used as a means of penalty for terrorism, corruption,
criminal property legalization and others. The prob-
lem of seizure restoration became one of the most
difficult in Criminal law theory. The authors claim
that the restoration of seizure would regulate Crimi-
nal Code of RF and international law. Though, they
do not believe in its effectiveness from the point of
view of its material value. According to Federal Law
RF July, 27, 2006 property seizure is a convention of
private property in that of a state. It possesses some
peculiar features of criminal penalty — it is forced
and is applied according to juridical decision. Partial-
ly the idea of seizure is in additional punishment on
the side of government. The phenomenon of seizure
is connected with criminal responsibility realization.
The authors claim seizure to a an additional form of
criminal responsibility realization, being used only
systematically with any other form. So, seizure itself
is regarded as a constituent part of any other form of
punishment. The aims of seizure are gratuitousness,

The author concluded that malignance
of non-execution of sentence, legal decision, or any
other judicial act should be treated as a committed
crime after the ignoring of the first and the second
written notification by the corresponding institution.
In some cases in that notion administrative penalty
is included.

Criminological Tendencies,
Defining Usage of Exploring Assembly in Commit-
ting Crime

The article is noted by clarity, professionalism,
characteristic of criminalists of high level, possess-
ing criminological outlook. The author denotes social
causes and conditions of armed criminality: 1) vio-
lation of social connections between people, psycho-
logical difficulties, stress, emotional outburst, causes
by adaptation to new economical conditions, cult of
violence and brutality; 2) change in social structure
of the society — large amount of the unemployed, for-
mal and informal organizations providing military
training; 3) negative consequences of military ref-
ormation; 4) high scientific, professional and pro-
ductive level in Russian explosive sphere; 5) indus-
try and science development leading to creation of
mechanisms of double action; 6) informational revo-
lution leading to high use of computer technologies.
The author defines the outer conditions of armed de-
linquent conduct from the point of view of Crimi-
nology: it is quick and effective; explosion is man-
aged from distance; it is anonymous; effectiveness
of anonymous or direct threat; large area of destruc-
tion; preliminary preparation of explosion. There are

The au-
thors differ in manner and style but agree in the con-
cept. The main role in work is given to the content of
criminal politics, its effectiveness. The authors think
the contemporary politics to be ineffective. The mail
idea is that today we need economical politics to be
liberal and criminal politics to be anti liberal. Some
way to cover the problem are presented.

The authors’ course books on criminology are
rare. If they are published, they are very few in num-
ber. Thus, contemporary authors’ course books are
characterized by a number of general characteristics:
high scientific level; unordinary way of exposition,
new statistic and other data, written due to standards.
The amount of the course books published grew. The
structure of a contemporary criminality conditions is
mentioned. From the point of view of the author, it
includes general criminology; private criminological
theories, new criminological directions. In the sub-
ject of criminological theory such elements as crimi-
nality, mechanism of criminality and its causes, crim-
inality counteraction, criminological history. Private
criminological questions include violentology, crim-
inological theories of organized criminality, corrup-
tion, criminal victimology. New criminology theo-
ries study criminality of functional subsystem of so-
cial life, they are family criminology, political crimi-
nology, economical criminology, mass media crimi-
nology, etc. to the second part «Marburg neoclassical
school», analysis of post modern criminology is edit-
ed. The third part dwells on the organization of crim-
inological research, source of criminological data,
criminological statistics, etc. in the 4" part the notion
of criminality is defined as a human feature, social
institute, society of any state to create large amount
of act dangerous for it. Crime is defined as a socially
dangerous act. The 5" part claims that the most im-

object; causes and condition of a crime on social, personal, individual
level, personality of a criminal, preventive measures;

6)  the work should contain the results of the criminological
research held by the author, i.e. general results of activity of judges of
the peace, federal, arbitrary judges, Constitutional Court of RF, or the
results of any court, or the results of any juridical, law activity.

The volume of the doctoral work could be up to 1 p.s. If the
article is accepted, it is necessary to notify the number of his passport,
date of birth, registration address, ITN to get a fee.

The material published does not necessarily represent the
editorial board’s point of view.

The authors are responsible for selection and authenticity of the
data, reference, criminological, sociological psychological and other
data, proper names, etc. Presenting an article for publication agrees to
present his article in any corresponding edition of the journal.
