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V.E. Kvashis. Criminality in USA: Tendencies, Causes, Measures
of Counteraction
Annotation: until the 2010s, in USA there was a tendency of de-
crease of the level of criminality in general — both according to the
respondents’ evaluations and according to statistics data. But in 2010
and 2011, there was an increase of the level of criminality according
to the evaluations by the respondents. But, nevertheless, it does not
anyhow influence the tendency of decrease of the level of criminality
in general within the last 20 years. Since 1993 up to 2000, the total
number of “index” crimes decreases to 18%; mercenary crimes — to
17%; violent crimes — to 26%, including the decrease of the number
of murders from 24,5 thousand to 15,5 thousand (its level — from
9,5 to 5,5). Level of crimes against property in 1991-2000 decreased
to 29,6 %, in 2001-2010 it decreased to 19,6%. Within the period of
2001-2010, the general number of the registered crimes decreased to
17%; level of violent criminality — to 20%, including murders — to
14%, robbery — to 19,8%, rape — 13,5%. Up to 2011, the scales of
violent criminality became close to the index of 1968, and the level
of murders got close to that of 1964. In 2012, for the first time in the
last 50 years, the level of murders in USA (in 100 000 thousand) made
almost 4,6. Contradictions: the level of criminal activity in the country
grew right in the years of economic rise, while in the years of economic
slowdown and recession the level of criminality decreased. The con-
nection between these phenomena is more complex, it is mediated by
the complex impact of multiple number of other factors of social life.
Nowadays Americans posses more than 200 million units of firearms,
including 70 million of pistols. As a result, the number of people pos-
sessing firearms increase, and the number of murders does not grow,
but to the contrary, decrease. The other factors are: sufficient reforming
of all the law enforcement system, based on the «The Violence Crime
Control and Law Enforcement Act of 1994» — total expenses of these
measures made more than 30 billion USD, but the result of this reform-
ing was quite positive. America is getting older; the solving of such a
long-standing worry as a race problem; long-term national drive, aimed
to drugs trade counteraction; growth of number and technical equip-
ment of police officers, widespread video surveillance systems in the
streets; application of modern technologies and scientific advances for
crime investigation; legalization of abortion; unprecedented increase
of number of the convicts in prisons; more than 5 million of the re-
leased on parole are under control of the probation service; in the 2nd
half of the 1990ss in a number of USA megapolises a visible result was
achieved by the introduction of the preventive program “COMPSTAT”,
elaborated by the Head Police Department of New York City, founded
on the philosophy of management: the Chefs of the Police Stations
were to find out typical deviations to each neighborhood, its causes and
eliminate it; that enabled the Chefs to take up their own decisions on
the alignment of forces and means; the concept of “zero tolerance” was
introduced, according to which not a single offence, even the smallest
one, could avoid immediate and strict punishment based on the theory
by social psychologists J. Wilson and J. Kelling “Broken Windows”;
M. Bloomberg introducted a total prevention of street criminality to
the police activity, setting the principle “stop and frisk”. Negative ten-
dencies: increase of level of violence at schools and mass homicides of
pupils, i.e. aged from 5 to 10 in December 14, 2012, in Connecticut;
widespread violence against women; the blow-out increase of the num-
ber of theft of document, aimed at their further usage or profit gaining;
Smartphone fashion, which led to robberies and increased the level of
theft in New York statistics in 2012 to 9%, credit crisis influenced the
increase of “residential” burglary, especially from the houses for sale;
economic crisis provoked the blow-out of organized criminality — yet,
at the beginning of 2009 there were approximately 20 thousand orga-
nized criminal groups in the country, including 1 million members,
based on the ethnic and community principles; the fight for the redivi-
sion of the spheres of influence, the cooperation of criminal gangs with
international criminal syndicates; in July 2011, a new USA Strategy of
Transnational Organized Criminality Counteraction was asserted and
USA President B. Abama edited a Decree on Introduction of Sanctions
against 4 criminal organizations, imposing a threat to national safe-
ty: Japan yakuza, Italian Camorra, Mexican Los-Zetas and Eurasian
“Brother’s Round”; annual and substantial damage from criminal activ-
ities. The author analyzed regional differences: the income of citizens
is approximately the same everywhere, but the level of unemployment

is quite different as well as the level of criminality.

We suppose that crim-
inological safety of the victims and witness in criminal legal procedure
is an activity of state organs and officials, aimed at the uncovering of
causes and conditions, mechanism of a crime, personality of a criminal,
in order to carry out the further preventive work not to admit (pre-
vent) or defend the victims and witness from criminal abuse or threat
of encroachment. In fact, victims ad witness often stay face to face
with criminals after the criminal case excitation, becoming subject to
blackmailing, and sometimes physical impact, that leads to modifying
of the witness for the benefit of the accused, recanting of the testimony,
perjuring oneself wittingly, avoidance of participation in investigation
and proceedings.

Thus, the joint research “Crime and Crime Prevention in Mos-
cow”, hold by Justice Research Institute (UNICRI), a UN International
Justice Group and the Ministry of Inner Affairs of RF in 1994, was not
referred to as well as the works by such authors as Glakikh V.I., Port-
nov I.P. the experience of foreign countries in the field of elaboration
and introduction of complex programs of criminality prevention within
large cities and capitals was not adequately taken into account, including
American experience, London project, Stockholm project of 1989, etc. 3.
The theses declared by the author about such a negative social phenom-
enon as drugs consumption and drugs addiction, presented at page 203,
seems to be disputable, including restoration in a reformed criminal leg-
islation of juridical legal technique of “administrative prejudice”. The
author also proposes to restore in CC of 1996 criminal responsibility for
non-medical drugs consumption, decriminalized in 1991, which seems
to violate some international and constitutional human rights norms. 4.
The Conclusion seems to be too short and fragmentary. It is advisable to
include all conclusions and results, existing in the work, to the Conclu-
sion. Thus, we should point out, that the thesis paper by Gerasimov S.I.
represents a fulfilled scientific research, it is vital and possess scientific
novelty and practical character. The remarks do not anyhow derogate the
value and high level of the thesis paper and are of disputable character.
Theses, presented in the work, correspond to the requirements to can-
didate theses, and the author, Gerasimov Sergey Ivanovich, should be
awarded Candidate of Law degree.

Annotation: the topic of the thesis by S.I. Gerasimov is character-
ized by absolute vitality. As a work, which fully reflects specific features
of criminogenic situation and law enforcement activity in Moscow,
dealing with the weighty matters of state, the thesis paper by S.I. Gera-
simov deserves to be published as a monograph. Thus, it is desirable to
attract the author’s attention to the following. 1. The idea of elabora-
tion of a federal law on criminological prevention seems to be still quite
disputable (p. 85). The prevention possess such specific features, which
are difficult to be regulated by one law. It is advisable to restrict the pos-
sibilities of law violation by creating a careful mechanism of law realiza-
tion. 2. As it was mentioned before, the author presented vital directions
of criminological prevention in detail (p. 145 and hereinafter). But its
characteristics seem to be unfinished. The directions are presented one
by one (underage criminality prevention, economical criminality pre-
vention, organized and professional criminality prevention, etc) without
detailed ranging according to the level of impact onto the state of legal-
ity. It seems as if in this very part it is possible to point out the main
feature within the transitive period, which could make the preventive
effect more large-scale and effective. 3. The author’s evaluation of such
a measure of prosecution response as caution seems to be overstated (p.
48). The bases for caution declaration, the consequence of its violation,
its real preventive effect are still unclear. All in all, the thesis paper by
S.I. Gerasimov corresponds to the requirements to the candidate thesis
and the author should be awarded the Candidate of Law degree. Basic
theses of the thesis research were reflected in 23 published works. The
Abstract corresponds to the contents of the thesis paper.

tion) by the Editorial Board of the school or the Scientific
Council of a Law Department of a University; 2) written
review (review) by a Doctor of Philosophy, authoritative au-
thor in the region (or school), not being a scientific guide
(consultant). Articles, contributed by candidate and doctors
of law (including those in co-authorship with post-graduate
students of civil and military schools and others, having no
scientific degree), who possess the privity of contract with
the Bulletin, come according to the resolution (recommenda-
tion) of the Editorial Board or Scientific Council of a Law
Department of a University.

2. Articles, contributed by post-graduate students of civil
and military schools and others, having no scientific degree,
candidates and doctors of law, coming on the initiative of
the authors, are accepted according to the resolution of the
review (which is given by the Heads of the by post-graduate
students of civil and military schools and others, having no
scientific degree Editorial Departments within the field of the
knowledge). Articles, contributed by post-graduate students of
civil and military schools and others, having no scientific de-
gree (not written in co-authorship with candidates or doctors
of law), coming on the initiative of the author, are accepted
to be reviewed by the Heads of the Editorial Departments
according to: 1) resolution (recommendation) of an Editorial
Council or Scientific Council of Law Department of the school
they belong to; 2) written review (review) by a doctor of
law, being an author in the region (school) and not providing
scientific guidance (consultation) to this student. Articles by
candidates of science (including those in co-authorship with
post-graduate students of civil and military schools and oth-
ers, having no scientific degree) are usually accepted to be
reviewed according to the written review (review) by a doctor
of law, being an author in the region (school).

published, the requirements to the materials stay the same.

They are:

1) Contributed works by post-graduate students of civil
and military schools, applicants should be of 0,24 printed
sheet.; for the applicants to doctoral degree — 0,48 printed
sheet;

2) Any work, contributed to publication, should cor-
respond to a doctoral scientific level. Otherwise, it would
be declined. It should dwell on some new or direction in
criminology and law, or at least provide some substantial
development of the existing knowledge in the corresponding
field, include some innovatory ideas;

3) As it was before, any work in any field of law and any
other science is accepted if it correspond the declared require-
ments, as far as the Bulletin remains a criminological one:

a) research in any field of law should include a crimi-
nological expertise of supposed innovations, among them:
at least an answer to the following questions: I)if there is a
competence between the supposed norms of law and those
in force; contradictions within the field of law and between
the fields, leading to law violation and crime commitment as
the most dangerous form of its manifestation; II) the impact
of the supposed project of a normative act to the dynam-
ics of criminality and law violation; growth of one type of
criminality and decrease of the others; I11) the way the sup-
posed innovation could influence latent criminality and law
violation and perception of a real state of criminality; IV) the
way the supposed norm of law influence crime commitment,
dynamics of criminal behavior, counteract it or be neutral,
V) if the supposed norm has a preventive function, i.e. if it
possesses one of the aspects of bases of precaution of crimes
or law violation; VI) if it prevents from or stimulates the
investigation of crimes and violations of the law; VII) what
is the criminological potential of the supposed norm of law,
its perspectives today, in the nearest and farthest future;
