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V.V. Luneev. Contemporary Questions
of Theory and
Practice of Criminality Counteraction
We gathered together within the 85" anniversary of Aca-
demician Vladimir Nikolayevich Kudryavtsev. He didn’t see
out another half a year. Juridical science and social sciences in
general lost an outstanding scientist, jurist, criminologist, soci-
ologist, politologist, scientific leader. The reporter dwelled on
the following topics: 1. His life. He was born in Moscow on
April, 10", 1923, in the family of village school teachers in Ry-
azan Oblast. In 1941he went to army and was sent to military
school. After graduation he was appointed a commander of a
mortar platoon and sent to Caucasian battle-front. He described
this period of his life in details in “Yesterday and Today”. Then
he speaks about well-known periods of his life in law enforce-
ment and in science. The conclusion is made that all his life
was devoted to law enforcement in this country. 2. Scientif-
ic work. His books are written in an academic language. His
works were always logical and coherent, integrated and well-
structured. He spoke about himself that he wrote at once, first
reflecting on the topic and then presenting it in a logical and co-
herent way. If one wants to be listened, he should present only
one or two problems. 3) Solvation to contemporary problems.
He guided many important laws and resolutions. He made a
lot to restore confiscation. He was given Lenin Award, October
Revolution Award, two Honor Awards and a medal “For State
Service”, some foreign awards. He was awarded a State Prize
USSR for participation in theoretical bases of Soviet criminol-
ogy, juridical prize “Themis”, Demidov Prize RSA and prize
“Triumph”, prize RSA in honor of M. Kozlovsky in Sociolo-
gy. 4. Personal Impressions. Being a founder of domestic crim-
inology, he asked to note down his memoires. He said, “I think,
that I have wrote 4 interesting books: First — “Basic Theory of
Crimes Qualification”, second — “Causality in Criminology”.
It was the one in which he built the foundation of criminology.
The third — “Political Justice in USSR”, in which he analyses
the repressive character of totalitarism. The fourth — “Strategies
of Criminality Counteraction”. Now, when he’s gone, crimi-
nology needs support” 1) according to objective judgment, no
more than 5% are convicted within real criminals. 2) Annually
somewhere 7 million victims don’t receive any juridical help.
3) The real number of murders in this country several times
higher than in European countries. 4) We don’t make counts on
socially real level of criminality, thus it’s 4-5 times higher than
that according to statistics. 5) We don’t know the real prize of
criminality to society. 6) The effectiveness of criminality coun-
teraction 1s very low. The administration of Methodical Coun-
cil tries to introduce criminology into curriculum as an optional
course. This cannot be allowed.

Academy and since 1960 at Military Board of Supreme Court
USSR. He wrote a doctoral degree on criminal law, which he
graduated in 1963. in 1963 — 1985 he worked in All-Soviet In-
stitute on studying causes and measures development to crimi-
nality counteraction, then he headed Institute of State and Law
of Scientific Academy USSR. In 1974 he was elected a member
correspondent of SA USSR, in 1984 — a full member (academi-
cian). The third period started in 1985 when he was elected a
member of Council of SA USSR, and in 1988 he was elected a
vice-president of SA SSR. Since 1992 Vladimir Nikolayevich
was a vice-president of Russian Academy of Science on social
and humanitarian sciences. These three periods of his life cor-
respond to the directions of his scientific work: criminal law,
criminology, theory and sociology of law. The detailed analy-
sis of the periods is presented. In the conclusion the analysis of
his book “Strategy of Criminality Counteraction” is given. The
conclusion is made that jurisdiction, criminology and peniten-
tiary are dependent issues, which are defined by state policy
and social regime, and the society should perfect itself as a civ-
ilized, humane and progressive unity. Thus, Kudryavtsev V.N.
appears to be not only an outstanding criminologist, but also a
social scientist and a lawyer, a citizen of Russia.

A.V. Naumov. Theoretical Heritage of Academician
V.N. Kudryavtsev
in Criminal Law Sphere
The second half of his life Vladimir Nikolayevich devot-
ed to criminology, he was one of its founders. But he also did
a lot for criminal law science. He wrote two monographs in
the sphere on the topic: “Objective side of crime” (Moscow,
1960) and “Theoretical bases of crimes qualification” (Mos-
cow, 1963; 1972, 1999). The first work presents a fundamental
theory of causal interdependence in criminal law and theoreti-
cal ideas on interdependence of objective and subjective sides
of a crime, and dependence of objective side on the subjective
one. The conclusion is made in the second monograph that dis-
position of the criminal code article only shows the elements of
crime and usually they are not full in number. He is the author
of a number of works on criminology and competence.
In his works he never criticizes other authors’ point of view.

A.L Dolgova. On Personality of Vladimir Nikolaevitch
Kudryavtsev as that of a Great Teacher and Scientific Leader
It 1s difficult for me to write on the personality of Vladi-
mir Nikolayevich Kudryavtsev. I knew him rather well, but a
lot was written on his personality. It is difficult for me, because
when I think of the earliest period of criminology in this coun-
try, I understand how democratic, talented and scientifically re-
quiring that iipoque was.

less. Due to Vladimir Nikolayevich Kudryavtsev we met and
cooperated with sociologists, philosophers, genetics and other
scientists. As a result, a united scientific staff appeared. Second,
the scientific potential was great. Third, the main issue was to
develop theoretical bases on criminality counteraction. Fourth,
the research was founded on a solid theoretical and method-
ological bases. Professors L.I. Karpets and V.N. Kudryavtsev
paid a lot of attention to scientific development of young scien-
tists. The main ways of introducing the results of research into
practice were publications, and recommendations. The staff
policy of the administration of the Institute proved to be effec-
tive. The loss of a leading scientist could hold back the devel-
opment and functioning of a large scientific organization, but
it can be easier if he has talented students and followers, who
could go further than Vladimir Nikolayevich Kudryavtsev. But
still, he is unique.

A.E. Jalinsky. Thought Remains Alive
The works by V.N. Kudryavtsev on strategies of criminal-
ity counteraction reflect his personality of a great scientist, sys-
tem of operative and precious information. He had an ability to
gather and keep an important information, to make logic con-
clusion, adequate to social reality. The theory of strategies of
criminality counteraction is based on the theory of causality.
V.N. Kudryavtsev as a scientist understood that the Russian so-
ciety is at the level of social changes. His texts could be by con-
vention divided into two parts. The first one is general and the
second is logically coherent with the first.

E.F. Pobegailo. Warior, Knight of Law and Order, Scien-

tist (Essay on an Outstanding Russian Criminologist Semen
Samuilovitch Ovchinsky)

Semen Samuilovitch Ovchinsky was born on September,

16, 1922, in Moscow. In 1940 he graduated artillery school and
entered Engineer Military School. But the World War II began
and he went to the army. In summer and autumn 1941 he took
part in the battle near Luga, in creation of partisan storehous-
es on the territory, in counteraction to fascists in Leningrad. In
1942-1943 he served as a commander of explosive platoon in
Zabaikalsk military region, and in 1944 he was sent to Mili-

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tary Transport Academy in Leningrad to continue his studies.
In the same year all the students of the Academy were sent to
front. In 1945 he took part in the battle in Poland and Germa-
ny, he was severely wounded in Berlin. During the war he got
many awards, including Red Star Award. After the war he en-
tered Military Juridical Academy in Moscow. The after gradu-
ation he worked in Nikolaev and Odessa as an investigator, lat-
er as a senior investigator of Military Prosecution of Black Sea
NAVI in 1951-1956. In 1960 he defended his candidate thesis
on the problems of prevention and disclosing of theft and rob-
bery on rail road transport. In 1979 he made to first step to de-
fend his doctoral thesis on the problems of informational prog-
nosis foundation of investigation at Military Scientific Institu-
tion MIA USSR, but later he successfully defended it at All-
Soviet Institution on Criminality Prevention Research within
Prosecution USSR and was given the title of doctor of law.
Since 1982 he worked at the Investigation Chair of Moscow
Supreme Militia School as a professor.

He was the author of more than 150 scientific works, in-
cluding monographs: “Vital problems of violent personal crime
counteraction” (Moscow, MSI MIA USSR, 1971); “Criminality
in towns and cities and preventive activity of law enforcement
organs” (in co-authorship with A.I. Tsarev; Moscow, MSI MIA
USSR, 1975); “Administrative measures of criminality coun-
teraction” (in co-authorship with V.P. Lobzuakov; Moscow, Ju-
ridical Literature, 1978). He wrote many books devoted to the-
ory and practice of investigation, informational supply of in-
vestigation, counteraction to criminality and migrant criminals.
His works were systematized by his sons and were presented in
a monograph “Bases of criminality counteraction”(1996); “In-
vestigatory information’ (2000) and textbooks “Investigation
activity’ (1% edition, 2001; 2" edition 2004) and “Theory of in-
vestigation” (2006). He guided more than 42 thesis papers. He
passed away in March, 19, 1993. I recommend to young crimi-
nologists to read professor S.S. Ovchinsky’s works.

On the Basic Aspect of
Prevention (Professor V.N. Shiryaev and his book “Society
and Its Role in Criminality Counteraction”)

Valerian Nikolayevich Shiryaev was born in Yaroslavl in
April, 15, 1872, in the family of a priest N.F. Shiryaev. He got
a perfect classical education, graduated college and Demidov
Law School, in which he started teaching as an associate pro-
fessor since 1902 on History of Russian Civil and Criminal
Law.

Society and Its Role in Criminality Coun-
teraction, Minsk, Belorussia State University, 1926
These book, first existing as a Introduction to the 5" anni-
versary of Belorussia State University, consists of several parts:
1. Introduction, presenting an idea, that “due to the participa-
tion of society in work of state organs counteracting criminal-
ity, society stimulates the ruling class to continue criminal law
defence of living interests of the society. 2. Definition of crime
as a notion: “crime is a encroachment on the most precious in-
terest of a given social sphere, bringing negative reaction in
the form of punishment or other negative consequences for the
law violator”. 3. Social origin of criminality: “it is important to
take into account requirements of reality and of tomorrow, be-
cause it may lead to rising of the level of criminality”. 4. Par-
ticipation of society in prevention: the author’s basic idea is
that only repressive measures are not effective in adult crimi-
nality counteraction as well as in juvenile delinquency counter-
action. He proposes foundation of juvenile courts, asylums and
etc. “Nurses” of these funds visit patients, take care of children,
help ill mothers, help them in the household shores. 5. Partic-
ipation of society in stimulation of criminal investigation: ap-
pendant accusation is a right of a private person to take partici-
pation in a criminal case; additional accusation is an allowment
of a private person in participation in a criminal case near the
prosecuting officer; social prosecutors; 6. Participation of so-
ciety in court: jury, soviet assessor; 7. Participation in penal-
ty execution: probation system; patronage/protection; officers
of Salvation Army visit prisons and dispute with convicts. 8.
Conclusion — it is supposed to engage trade unions, circles and
clubs, schools, comsomol and party organizations.

Belorussia State University recommenced a good tradition
in an academical life, tradition of publishing scientific articles
presented at the annual meeting at the university. Unlike oth-
er authors, Shiryaev tries to touch the sphere of patronage the
convicts leaving prisons in the way of social participation and
criminality prevention and criminal court. I.I. Lublinsky made
several comments: he doesn’t touch upon social self-defence
against criminality, social unions counteracting specific types
of crimimality, social organizations providing institutions for
children of the convicts, role of mass media in crimes disclo-
sure. He points out to necessity of social mobilization to coun-
teract criminality. He presents some illustrations on the experi-
ence of USA and West Europe in social prevention of crimes.
The book by Professor Shiryaev seems to be interesting not
only to professional criminologists and jurists, but to non-pro-
fessional readers as well.

Foreword to the Edition of the Editor-n-Chief

Just the causality presents the centre of subject of crim-

inology science. Thus, it could not be claimed in 1952. That

why, the potential, presented by this work was disclosed in
criminology only in 1968.

E.F. Pobegailo. Problem of Causal Interdependence in
V.N. Kudryavtsev'’s Works
V. N. Kudryavtsev singled out 2 types of compositions:
first — in the structure the features of negative influence exist,
but the character of the act, which is this consequence subor-
dinated to, is not defined; second — it has the features of illegal
act and negative consequence: 1. act is supreme to the nega-
tive consequence; 2. act should be a necessary cause to socially
dangerous consequence (principle — condition sine qua non); 3.
act when being committed should present a real threat of nega-
tive consequence. If there is a causal interdependence, a person
can be responsible to negative consequences only if s/he was
supposed to prevent it or his acts presented a real social danger
when being committed.

Abstract on Candidate of Law Thesis
on the topic “Basic Questions of Causal Interdependence in
Soviet Criminal Law”’

The thesis includes 3 parts (9 chapters), introduction and
conclusion. The first part includes: “Problem of causal interde-
pendence in Soviet criminal law science”, including 3 chapters:
1* chapter — “Classics of Marx — Lenin theory on the questions
of causal interdependence”; 2™ chapter — “Critics and disclo-
sure by Soviet criminologists of bourgeois concepts of causal-
ity”; 3™ chapter — “Problem of causal interdependence in So-
viet juridical literature”. Second part: “Solving the main prob-
lems of causal interdependence when building Soviet criminal
legislation”. The main ideas are: the basic criterion in caus-
al interdependence division bringing about criminal responsi-
bility is a character of an act, it objective danger to the inter-
ests of soviet socialistic society, its social danger. Marx phi-
losophy divides within necessity and chance, cause and con-
dition, possibility and reality. When defying the level of so-
cial danger it is taken into account: the level of danger of con-
sequences of the act, possibility of its beginning, extend of the
consequence. In chapter 6 the question of development of so-
cially dangerous acts within different historical conditions of
Soviet Union development. The interdependence of objective
and subjective foundations of responsibility. Third part: “Solv-
ing the main questions of causal interdependence in a concrete
criminal case” (in a crime causal interdependence can exist not
only between an act and damage, but also between an act and
changes it brings about, between an act and conditions. The dif-
ference of so-called “material” and “formal” crimes is based on
different construction of the elements of crime: consequenc-
es, encroachment. In chapter 8 the question of the criterion of
causal interdependence division in a concrete criminal case is
presented, it is an objective danger of an act when being com-
mitted for the object which was damaged; if this act presented
a real danger. In chapter 9 dwell on the fact, how soviet judi-
cial practice takes into account every cause in creation of a so-
cially dangerous result in comparison with all the other causes
and conditions.

N.F. Kuznetsova. Comment on Abstract on Doctoral The-
sis by V.N. Kudryavtsev “Theoretical Bases of Crimes Qualifi-
cation”, Moscow, 1963
It is rather useful to give evaluation to 50-year old juridi-
cal publications. It is important to define the reality of author’s
prognoses, if they came true or not and why. It is necessary to
estimate the level of introduction of the author’s propositions
and the level of his contribution to the theory of law. It is pos-
sible to claim, that the abstract to the doctoral thesis by V.N.
Kudryavtsev (Moscow, 1972) is still vital. It contains not only
theoretical bases of crimes qualification, but also practical ones
—norms and law application. Strange may it appear, but some-
times high authority of the author can play bad role in science,
as it was in case of recognition of “formality” of crime ele-
ments which do not include socially dangerous aspects, as well
as a norm is equated with a crime elements. The ideas on pro-
gramming of crime qualification seem to be very interesting.

V.N. Kudryavtsev. Abstract on Doctor of Law Thesis
“Theoretical Bases
of Crimes Qualification”
One of the main ideas is to create strict scientific formu-
las, based on detailed studying and summarizing of practice
in jurisprudence as well as in any other field of knowledge.
Chapters of the thesis could be divided into three basic parts.
First (chapters 1-5) is devoted to the most general questions
of crime qualification: the notion of qualification, its role and
place in the process of criminal norm application, its method-
ological and juridical bases and presuppositions, logic forms.
Then (chapter 6 — 8) is devoted to the questions of qualification
of a single crime. the process of qualification is regarded ac-
cording to definite elements of crime in dynamics and develop-
ment. It also says about re-qualification of a crime according to
changes in criminal law. The last part of the work (chapters 8-
9) is devoted to the most difficult cases in qualification: concur-
rence in criminal law norms and multiple character of crimes.
In the conclusion it is said about some problems which need
additional research.

O.V. Starkov. Lecture on the topic

“Causes and Conditions of Crimes”

In an 8-hour lecture is presented traditionally: Introduc-
tion (multiple points of view; in the process of studying causes
and conditions of crimes the unlimited possibilities in scien-
tific thinking development appear, the work of criminologist
as well as jurist is impossible without it) and the questions: 1.

L.V, Tess. What changes are necessary to be done today?
The author says: what is a percent of investigation officers
according to the population? In tsar times, the administrative
control started with the first-level position — small district mili-
tia officer, then — central district militia officer, and after that —
district militia officer. The latest worked within a region, that’s
why minor militia officers knew all the inhabitants of their ter-
ritories and could give a detailed characteristic to any of them.
One block of flats needs to be guarded by at least 4 small, 3
central and 2 district offices under the guidance of one senior
officer. In that case the information will always be full and ad-
equate. It is possible to involve the retired officers. It is pos-
sible to think of a variant when the damage sum is referred to
the militia office on the territory of which the crime took place.
The same can be referred to the prosecutor’s office. The court
will have to divide this sum. It is necessary to train analytic of-
ficers and to introduce the notion of “professional criminal”. It
is necessary that investigator gathers information and its anal-
ysis, and all the technical and formal work should be done by
another worker. If criminal case includes several episodes and
participants, it is useful to work over one of it and then to send
it to the court. Having no ability to realize their professional po-
tential, people try to fulfill it in a shadow economy. Today the
experience in criminality counteraction cannot be relevant be-
cause of counteraction of political powers. lobbying interests of
professionally organized crime on the level of legislation.

Criminological Characteristics of Foreig
and Non-Citizen Criminality in Federal States of Russia in
2002-2006
In Russian Federation, the leading region according to the
level of criminality of foreigners and non-citizens in 2002-
2006 is Privolgsky Federal Region. The medium level of in-
crease for the period made 22,3%. Then goes: Ural FR, the me-
dium level of increase — 21,3%; Central FR, the medium level
of increase — 19,1%; Siberia FR, the medium level of increase
— 17,5%; South FR, the medium level of increase — 12,2%;
Far East FR, the medium level of increase — 4,5%; North-West
FR, the medium level of increase — 1,7%. Only in 2006 on the
territory of North-West FR the citizens of 115 countries came
with the only purpose to earn money. In fact, citizen of not
only developing countries, but also a large number come from
industrially developed countries, such as USA, Europe, Afti-
ca, South America, Australia, New Zealand. Foreigners in Si-
beria usually commit such crimes, as drugs transportation and
trade (28,5%); property theft (33,4%); robbery (12,4%); ille-
gal transportation of goods (7,2%); crimes against personality
and hooliganism (9,2%); others (15,6%) — most of the “others”
are usage of fraud documents. The migration of foreigners and
non-citizens to Russia is stimulated by absence of strict control
at the borders with ISU, relevant freedom of migration within
Russia. They get support within national diasporas, which have
a well-organized structure, good financial support, create dif-
ferent funds, commercial organizations. They invite foreigners
for work, after which they liquidate themselves.

S.A. Sandakovsky. Legal Issue of Provocation
and Counteraction to Bribery
The issue of bribery is that one provokes an official in or-
der to gain some second aim, when the first aim is to make him
commit a crime. The features of bribery are: 1) creation of a sit-
uation, when an official has a possibility to get bribery; 2) the
absence of primary goal to get a bribery; 3) notification of the
moment of bribery receiving; 4) necessary differentiation of in-
tentions of that who gives the bribery and the official; 5) inten-
tional actions bringing negative consequences. Provocation to
bribery is an artificial creation of a situation provoking an offi-
cial to commit a crime of bribery and bringing negative conse-
quences not preset by an official.
In the article the general rules of special check control are
presented.

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A.P. Dmitrienko. Stages of Criminal Law Norm Applica-
tion, which Regulate the Circumstances, Expelling Criminal-
ity of Act
At the first level of norms application, including circum-
stances expelling criminality of act, all the features of defi-
nite circumstances should be defined. The choice of a concrete
criminal law norm is an independent level of law application
process: the right choice of a norm corresponding to definite
circumstances; definition of effectiveness of the norm; defini-
tion of original text of the norm; checking of norm effective-
ness rules in time and within concrete group of individuals;
definition of the issue and contents of norms. The last level of
criminal law application is the level of decision taking on the
case — it should be done on the analysis of facts and juridical
norms of a corresponding criminal law application project.

Ando Leps. Criminality in Estonia within 1904-2007
(Short Statistic Review)

The past times. The medium level before the World War 11
(1919 — 1938), the period of Estonia Republic formation and
restoring the independence of Estonia (1992-2007) was just the
same, but the average number of convicts in prisons was 100
thousand less in the second referred period than in the first. But
the least level of criminality was at the Soviet times (1950-
1980). That fact proves the low number of killings and mur-
ders. But the most important is that at Soviet times there was no
strict property differentiation of society and unemployment and
that was the cause of much better relations between people.

The present times. The first level of capitalism in Estonia
brought a lot of problems, including high increase of criminali-
ty, especially in 2001. But recently the level of registered crim-
inality lowers and it is connected with the less number of prop-
erty crimes committed, but the number of crimes against per-
sonality increased, and the number of murders lowers. In 2006
the level of criminality in Estonia was 3 753, in Latvia— 2 732
and in Lithuania — 2 427. In counties with a high level of life
the level of criminality is 3-6 times higher than in Estonia (for
example, Finland, Swiss, Norway). In 2004 the number of con-
victs in prisons to 100 thousand of population was the follow-
ing: USA — 689 (in 2001); Russia — 601 (in 2003); SAR — 411,
Ukraine — 406, Estonia — 338, Latvia — 333, Lithuania — 227,
Swiss — 82, Denmark — 70, Norway — 65, Finland — 66, Is-
land — 40. But the most vital problem in Estonia is the level of
crimes connected with transport and traffic. In 2006 in the re-
sult of auto crashes in Europe to 1 million of population died
in Lithuania — 23, in Latvia — 117 and in Estonia — 152, wheth-
er the average number in Europe was 86. According to corrup-
tion index in 2007 Estonia took 28 place, Latvia and Lithua-
nia — 51, Finland — 1*, Swiss — 4, Hungary — 39, Poland — 62,
Russia — 143.

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Sui Kai. State and Tendencies in Development of Counter-
action to Money-Laundering in China: Questions of Politics,
Legislation and Practice
According to Chinese experts, annually 200 milliard yu-
ans are laundered. Illegal bank system is especially widespread
within China intending to outflow the capital from Russia. That
is the system of “flying money”, existing for centuries and
which became a national tradition: in a firm, which is actually a
shade bank, rubbles and yuans are sent and at the same time the
partner gets the equivalent sum of money in China. The Chi-
nese scientists think that the system of international law norms
in the sphere of counteracting to money laundering consists of:
norm, regulating foundation and cooperation of finance intel-
ligence; norm, tending at unification of a national legislation
on criminal responsibility for money laundering and regulat-
ing law support in investigation and court procedures; infor-
mational interchange and cooperation in investigation, defin-
ing the role of finance institutions in money laundering coun-
teraction, preventive measures, excluding potential of money
laundering.

V.V. Kolesnikov. Economical Theory of Law and Its Role
in Optimization of Criminality Counteraction
The article is devoted to economical theory of law, which
was not recently required in Russia. It presents the main as-
pects of the theory, some general ideas of inter-institutional ap-
proach to characterize legislation, law enforcement and safety.
General principles and approaches to solving the problems are
presented, showing the possibilities of institutional social basis
of anti-criminal politics in economy including prevention and
counteraction, penalty execution and effectiveness evaluation.
The article is thought to be interesting not only to criminolo-
gists, but also to specialists of different levels and fields, pol-
iticians, legislators and practitians. Application of knowledge
and methods, given by that new scientific school, is an impor-
tant and effective way of optimization legislative, law enforce-
ment and law application activity of the state. Its application
is important for integration of legal and economic system of
Russia to global international interaction, including that in the
sphere of anti-criminal politics, development of law and eco-
nomic discourse, which would let “us use the same language in
discussions” with foreign colleagues and partners.

In order to attract, keep and finally override adherents, the
leaders hold meeting and public worships using the method of
emotional will management of consciousness of a person, spe-
cial music, and hypnosis. The technology of overriding an ad-
herent brings the last into the emotional state, which he per-
cept as “extreme happiness” and feels total dependence onto
the leader. A member of a religious organization feels morally
ready to fulfill any command of the leader, to commit any act.
That can be antisocial, illegal and criminal acts. The adherent
was made ready by all the system of previous psychological
influence and the way of life in a sect, partial or full isolation
from the outer world and social influence blockade. The tech-
nologies make possible to introduce into consciousness any il-
lusory ideas and change world outlook principles. Knowledge
of these mechanisms will let the officer to define psychologi-
cal adherence, blockage of conscience and apply the correspon-
dent tactics of investigation.

For the last 10-15 years the number of migrants, committed
crime on the territory of Russia, in general increased to 40%,
and the average number on migrants to local population made
10%. In illegal migration process Russia take different roles:
1) the country of origin of citizens of RF tending to commit a
crime, or illegal work activity in economically developed coun-
ties; 2) transit country for foreigners and non-citizens, who mi-
grate illegally from Asia, Africa to West Europe and USA; 3)
home country to foreign rebels; 4) home country for foreign
hired workers, leading terroristic activity on the territory of RF;
5) for illegal immigrants from CIS and other countries, having
no criminal aims. In Russia criminalization of illegal migra-
tion took place.

A.A. Komarov. Property Computer Damnification by
Means of Deception or Trickery

Annually totally according to Articles 272 and 165 CC RF
up to 2 thousand crimes are registered, including swindle by
Internet, when the victim possessing mercenary aims gets into
communication with the criminal and doesn’t want to show the
aspirations; in the case of computer swindle, within the com-
puter system fraud, latency is caused by the fact that the victims
of computer fraud are mostly large financial credit organiza-
tions, banks, payment systems, fearing to loose client in case of
publicity or application to law enforcement structures. There
1s a strong interdependence between these two types of crimes
as they possess similar features.

criminological potential of the work, its contemporary and future
perspectives;

5) if the criminological expertise could not be held within any
norm of the work, it is necessary to make conclusion on the law
theory topic covered: quantitative-qualitative data of the violation
according to the law statistics; the composition of the research’s
object; causes and condition of a crime on social, personal, individual
level, personality of a criminal, preventive measures;

6) the work should contain the results of the criminological
research held by the author, i.e. general results of activity of judges of
the peace, federal, arbitrary judges, Constitutional Court of RF, or the
results of any court, or the results of any juridical, law activity.

The volume of the doctoral work could be up to 1 p.s. If the
article is accepted, it is necessary to notify the number of his passport,
date of birth, registration address, ITN to get a fee.
