For the 75th Anniversary of Gregory Ivanovitch
Chetchel

Chetchel Gregory Ivanovitch was born on May,
6, 1931 in Pavlograd, Dnepropetrovsk Oblast in an
office worker’s family. He had done 3 forms at school
before the World War the Second began. That time,
being a 10 year-old boy, he had to cease studying
and start working at the nearest collective farm as
an odd-job man. His father and two brothers went to
the front. Three years of fascist occupation, hunger
and after-war destruction made him enter a night
school. In 1950 G.I. Chetchel started working in
“Glavstroytyashmash” building office in Kramatorsk,
Stalin (Donetsk) Oblast where he was appointed
bricklayer team-leader, bricklaying instructor,
building plot skilled workman. Since 1954 till 1957
he served in Krasnoyarsk in separate signal company
as a private soldier, then as a an executive platoon
leader commander and finally, during the second year
of service, as a separate signal company first sergeant.
During his service Chetchel was elected an assessor
of military tribunal. In 1958 G.I. Chetchel graduated
from school and entered Law Department of Tomsk
State University. Working in Ulyanovsk Regional
Court, he entered post-graduate course of Saratov
Law Institute and defended his thesis “Responsibility
Extenuating Circumstances and Their Significance
in Individualizing of Punishment in accordance with
Soviet Criminal Law” under the guidance of Professor
I.S. Noy in 1972.

In 1973 G.I Chetchel was elected a senior teacher
of Criminal and Reformatory Law Chair. He was
invited to Altai State University in Barnaul for work.
He was appointed a senior teacher, then worked as
a Head of Criminal Law, Process and Criminology
Chair. In 1995 in Urals State Law Academy
Dissertation Counsil he defended his doctoral thesis
on the topic “Criminal Law and Criminological
Problems in dealing with Personal Crime”.

aspect, reasoning from appliance of economics to any
form of conduct, including criminology, legislation,
law-enforcement and judiciary. Sociological way of
viewing shadow economy is close to criminological,
showing social causes and circumstances of shadow
(criminal and deviant) activity. The effectiveness of
legal system in general is being estimated according
to the following principles: its economy (according
to the expenses on its realization and the income
derived); the extend of its influence onto economic
relations and effectiveness of social production and
economic growth. The legislation factors of shadow
economy are as follows: the bounders between tax
optimization and tax avoidance; there are no definite
norms of capital issues emission; the use of depositors
money on the risky capital emissions market without
adequate security guaranties of such operations.

The criminological aspects of shadow economy
are: 1) connected with the use for criminal purposes
of legal economy, legislation, judiciary institutions:
2) syndicalized forms of organized crime of economic
character; 3) forms of socially destructive economical
activity, caused by social institution dysfunction and
being of mass character; 4) activity on developing,
interpretation, execution, application of informal
norms of unlawful economic behavior.

S.M. Kolotushkin, R.R. Kardanov. Development
and Execution of Informational Basis for
Antiterrorism Activity

Informational analytical activity should include
collection, accumulation, refinement, structuring
and complete detailed analysis of any information.
The subjects of collecting preventive information on
terrorist activity are investigation institutions.
