For the 75" Anniversary to Lev Davidovitch Gauh-
man

Lev Davidivitch Gauhman was born on the 2d of Au-
gust, 1931 in Moscow. In 1954 he graduated Moscow
Law University (now it is called Law Department of
Moscow State University). Since March, 25 1955 he has
been working as a police officer. His first special rank
he received on the 2d of December, 1955, and the last
one — on the 5% of March, 1979. On the 1% of November,
1958 L.D. Gauhman became a post-graduate student of
Criminal Law and Procedure Department of Ministry of
Internal Affairs School not leaving his work. On the 2d
of July, 1964 he defended his thesis on the topic “Penal
Fight against Robbery Aiming to Possess Property”. On
the 25% of April, 1978 he defended his Doctoral thesis on
the topic “Problems of Penal Fight against Violent Crime
in the USSR”. In 1968 he was given an academic status
of “senior research officer”, and in 1980 he was given the
status of Professor. On the 5% of May, 1981 he was given
an honored title of the Honored Worker of MIA USSR.
He his awarded medals of MIA USSR and RF. On the 31
of July, 1995 he was given an honored title of the Hon-
ored Scientific Worker of MIA RF. He has published more
than 160 scientific works on Criminal Law, Criminology,
Criminality Prevention, Investigation, a series of text-
book on these subjects. Lev Davidovitch has prepared 3
Doctors of Law (Asnis A.Y., Endoltseva A.V., Raspopov
S.V.) and 16 Candidates of Law (Balyabin V. N., Derugina
U.N., Lygin N.Y., Osipov V. A., others).

E.F. Pobegailo. Foreword to the Edition

A wonderful book “Criminality Factors Doctrine”
by a pre-revolutionary Russian scientist H.M. Charyk-
hov (Moscow, 1910), which played an important role
in the development of the left-wing Sociological Law
school in Russia in the beginning of the 20th century. It
is mentioned that S.S. Ostroumov was the first one to
excite interest to the personality of H.M. Charykhov.
Then, E.F. Pobegailo’s student Alexander Maguza no-
tices that H.M. Charykhov “logically and soundly clas-
sified criminality factors, viewing the problem of crim-
inogenesis from different points and gave some statis-
tic data. In his work he gave conclusion that made that
work outstanding and remarkable even nowadays”.

H.M. Charykhov. Criminality Factors Doctrine. So-
ciological School in Criminal Law Science.

In the journal the first chapter and two first chapter
of the second part of the monograph by H.M. Charyk-
hov is given being published before that only in 1910
with foreword by M.N. Gernet and containing three
chapters, nine paragraphs and bibliography. In the chap-
ters the following is described: 1) the subject and the
content of Criminal Law Science, which was divided
by the author into three — Criminality Dogmatics, So-
ciology of Criminality (or Criminology) and Criminal
Anthropology including Criminal Psychology and Biol-
ogy; 2) criminal law science methodology is described
from the point of view of dialectical materialism; 3) the
division of criminality factors into social and person-
al ones is presented; 4) the social factors of criminal-
ity are given (race, religion, city and village, alcohol,
prostitution, economical and social position); 5) the de-
tailed characteristics of individual factors of criminali-
ty is given, including origin and upbringing, education,
age and sex, family status, physical and psychological
characteristics of a criminal; 6) the influence of physi-
cal environment is viewed only through social factors;
7) criminality movement is described in details; 8) the
classification of criminals and crimes is presented in the
last chapter.

G.V. Frank. In Memory of My Brother — Lev Vulfo-

vitch Frank

The brother thanks the journal as he expected his
brother to be forgotten, saying “Oh, God, he is being
remembered of within Russia the Great!” He remem-
bers that he has seen his brother last on the 26th of May,
1978 when his brother came to Moscow to edit his doc-
toral thesis paper and he himself went to Krakow to in-
ternational film festival. He has worked for 20 years un-
der his Victimology, he showed his Abstract (his de-
fense was appointed on the 20th of June) but on the 6th
of June, 1978 he died of aortic rupture.

The author presents some of his brother’s biograph-
ical details. He says his brother took an external degree
in college and in 1940, under Soviet regime, he entered
Law Department of Lithuania University. According to
the notes in his credit card he passed his last first course
exam on Jurisprudence on the 26th of June, 1941 when
the Germans had approached Riga. He was at war in 43
Lithuanian guards division and was awarded with Pa-
triotic War and Red Star order. In august 1943, when
he came back home with his legs wounded in a shabby
overcoat he was 23 and I was 17. Within 2 years since
1943 to 1945 he took his external degree with excellent
marks only in Sverdlovsk Law Institute and came back
to Riga, where he headed criminalistics department in
a local police station. In 1948 he was fired and had to
work handicapped co-operative dealing with punches
and press molds. In 1960 Lev Vulfovitch unexpected-
ly received an invitation to cooperate in Tajikistan State
University and he went to Dushanbe with his wife and
children to meet a new life. His candidate thesis was
called “Detention and Arrest of the Suspect” (such term
as “suspect” didn’t exist in times of Stalin). Herz Vulfo-
vitch shot such films as “Superior Court” about one sen-
tences to a death, “Prohibited Area” in juvenile crimi-
nal jail, “Once Upon a Time There Lived Seven Semi-
ons...” about a tragic fate of a Russian family who tried
to escape to the West by capturing a plane. One of his
films — “To a Dangerous Line” — which was awarded
the first prize in 1985 in All-Soviet Festival in Minsk,
he devoted to his brother. This film is about a victim’s
role in the genesis of a crime.

Friend

Vitaly Ephimovitch writes that “in native criminolo-
gy Lev Vulfovitch Frank is considered to be the founder
of a new branch - Victimology. And the fact is that in
some concepts of this new science, in the development
of its conceptual apparatus, methodology and methods
of investigation he was not only ahead of time, but also
ahead of his many foreign colleagues. This is especial-
ly important for those theoretical and practical problems
in Criminal Law, Procedure and Criminology which
arise, on one side, on the turn of these branches and, on
the other side, on the turn of these branches with Victi-
mology, where the victim of the crime, his relationships
with the criminal and the role in the development of the
crime situation is very important for the prosecution, le-
gal investigation, for adequate qualification of a crime
and for adequate imposition of sentence.

The Professor writes that one of the aim of criminal
penalty is prevention of a new crime. According to this,
criminological aspect of criminal punishment could be
regarded as one of important measures of crime preven-
tion. Punishment, being, on one side, a means of pre-
vention, and on the other side — a measure to provide
social safety could be regarded only as a constituent of
criminal penalty.

S.Y. Lebedev. Criminological Security in National
Safety System in Russia

The author thinks that safety of a country as well
as that of a society is a state of lively important inter-
ests being protected from internal and external ene-
mies. Criminological safety deals with providing state
and social control under criminality and processes and
events determining and restraining it. In the system of
those criminological in their character guarantees all
means of social control should be used, for example:
religious, legislative, economical, social, informational,
administrative and others.Criminological safety in gen-
eral sense represents itself in criminogenic (stimulating
criminality) and criminal (criminality manifestation in
penal acts) threat to national safety appearance preven-
tion. It is necessary to provide safety in political, eco-
nomical, informational, ecological, social, military and
scientific and technical spheres. It was advised to create
an independent law-enforcement integration problems
analyzing burro within existing nowadays in the struc-
ture EC of informational analytical centre.

U.A. Kashuba, A.P. Skiba. Military “Non-Regula-
tional” Criminality, Its Causes, State and Tendencies

According to the data provided by Military Board
of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation, among
the military crimes being registrated within several last
years the most frequent is evasion (in 2004 — 58% of
the number of convict for military delinquency), by-law
relations between servicemen violation (33%) and re-
sistance, compulsion and violent acts towards superior
(6%). The level of cryptic criminality because of by-law
relations violation is. For example, within 1998-1999
during the operations “come and confess” and “run-
away” held by Military Head Office of Public Prosecu-
tor 13128 person came and confessed to evasion, in-
cluding 6695 servicemen (50,1%) who had to leave
their positions because of by-law relations violation in
subdivisions. The history of “dedovshina” (informal re-
lations between servicemen), absorbing criminal sub-
culture, is described since pre-revolution period.

In disciplinary military unit informal groups of ser-
vicemen are often organized, built by analogy with cor-
rectional institutions where there are privileged groups
and those with the “lowest” social status. Those groups
could also be united according to the type of crime com-
mitted, place of origin or place of joint service before
conviction. Conflict between different groups are usu-
ally numerous.

The authors offered a complex of measures that
could be taken in order to prevent or neutralize army
regulations violation: 1) organizational measures, i.e.
creation of organs of military politics, creation of mili-
tary executive officers institutions, gradual exchange of
disciplinary military units into guardhouses; creation of
military priests institution; 2) legislation measures: for
example, analysis and introduction into Criminal Code
of definite changes concerning specification of disposi-
tion art. 335 Criminal Code of the Russian Federation;

On the one
hand, the author’s scientific concept of official criminal-
ity, and on the other hand — an applied commentary of
norms regulating official criminality. The author gives a
lot of attention to the question of criminological validity
and criminological safety of jurisdiction — anti-corrup-
tion tendency of normative instructions and restrictions
connected first of all with public service.

U.V. Golik. Comment to the Candidate thesis in Ju-
risprudence (12.00.08 — Criminal Law, Criminology
and Procedure)by Pytcheva Oksana Viktorovna on the
topic “Hermeneutics of Punitive Law” (Ulyanovsk,
2006)

Hermeneutics shows the deepest meaning of any
thesis of a punitive law by giving it its own interpre-
tation. But still within that work the question of inter-
pretation and of legal meaning was not fully discussed.
Some theses used by the author has become out of date.
Thus, she interprets hermeneutics circle as a situation
when the whole couldn’t be understood without its parts
analysis, and the parts couldn’t be analyzed without un-
derstanding the whole. Hermeneutics circle is the circle
or spiral in perception or cognition that doesn’t let the
researcher stop and demanding constant return to the
beginning because the knowledge received objective-
ly widen the horizon of investigation and require recon-
sideration of the conclusions made. Unfortunately, with-
in this thesis paper the works of V.V. Rosanov “On

1) The thesis paper is not of monograph character
because it is not integral and monolith. 2) the thesis
is not representative, 38 criminal case investigations
are presented without reference to any time period;
moreover, the scientific data don’t match to the initial
one of 38, i.e. in the 5th statement it is said that “only
in 64,3% verdicts courts ...” (p. 8), though 64,3%
correspond to 24,434 criminal cases. 3) The author
should analyze the works done before. 4) It is not said
in the Abstract that any result of the research done were
introduced into practice, education or legislative body
work (p. 10). 5) the author claims she has taken part in
the work of 2 international conferences though among
her 7 publications there is none of international or All-
Russian status (p. 10). 6) The author doesn’t differ
while analyzing among social and persona micro-social
level of causes and conditions. 7)In her 8th statement
the author presents “Gallup poll data”, though there is
no information in the thesis paper, how many persons
she had questioned and according to what kind of
quotas. 8) At p. 21 the author presents brigandage state
dynamics diagram but not that of level as is typical for
criminology. The author gives no comments to the
fact that the level of brigandage was growing up to the
1999 and then started descending. Verification isn’t a
scientific fact for criminology. Where are the factors
influencing that process? Where are the comments?
Where is the prognosis? These are the very scientific
functions. 9) The author comes to the conclusion that
“it is necessary to refine sentencing practice measures
towards persons committing brigandage” because of
ascertained by her “morally psychological testimonial
of personality” including “cruelty, high irritability
and belligerence” and other factors without applying
any psychological tests to ascertain these personal
testimonial. Thus, the thesis doesn’t correspond ANY
WAY to the requirements to candidate thesis papers put
forward in St. 8 and 9 State on Procedure of Academic
Degree Awarding, approved by RF Government Decree
No74 (with following alteration) 30, January, 2002. the
thesis could not be refered to as even a basis and the
author, Achmiz Lilit Gurgenovna, could not be awarded
an academic degree of Candidate of Law (12.00.08 —
Criminal Law, Criminology and Procedure).
