in-Chief of the journal was A.Y. Grishko (now he is the
Head of the Academy of Law and Management of Fed-
eral Reformatory System). The next one is Y. Lebedev,
the Head of the Criminology Chair of Moscow MIA
University of Russia.

To the 85th anniversary of Karpets Igor Ivanovitch
Karpets Igor Ivanovitch (June, 19, 1921 — May, 14,
1993) is a Doctor of Law, Professor, the Honored scien-
tific worker of the Russian Federation. He was born in
Leningrad. In 1946 he entered The Law Department of
Leningrad University and graduated it with honors in
1951. In 1955 he defended his candidate thesis on the
topic: «Imposition of Penalty according to the Soviet
Criminal Law». In 1963 he defended his doctoral the-
sis on the topic: «Individualization of Penalty in Soviet
Criminal Law». L.I. Karpetz is one of the leading spe-
cialists in criminology and criminal law. He published
more than 200 works, including monographs, textbooks,
manuals. His first prominent work was «The Problem
of Delinquency» by which he founded a school being
successfully developed by his followers. His work writ-
ten with co-authors N.P. Dubinin and V.N. Kudryavtsev
«Genetics, Conduct, Responsibility» is the first research
in the field held by the representatives of social scienc-
es. Other his famous works are «International Delin-
quency» (Moscow, 1988); «What do we work for: Law-
yers Meditations» (Moscow, 1989); «Delinquency: II-
lusions and Reality» (Moscow, 1992). In 1984 LI. Kar-
petz was awarded a National Premium of the USSR for
the development of criminology. His ideas were used
in programs and acts of legislation in fighting against
criminality. L.I. Karpetz was at the Great Patriotic War,
and he was awarded several State Awards. Though he
was easy-going and open-hearted, he was open-mind-
ed especially to young criminologists. And he was al-
ways a hi-class officer of the criminal investigation de-
partment.

About Konstantin Eremeevitch Igoshev
as a Scientist and as a Man

K.E. Igoshev was born on the 25th of November,
1936 in Elabuga, Tatar Republic in the family of ru-
ral teachers. In 1966 under the guidance of Academi-
cian M.N. Rutkevitch he defended his candidate of phi-
losophy thesis. In 1975 in Sverdlovsk he defended his
doctoral thesis on the topic «Criminal Personality and
Criminal Conduct Motivation», specializing in crimi-
nology. In 1979 K.E. Igoshev was transferred to Mos-
cow and was designated a deputy chief on science of
MIA Academy of USSR. He took up this post until his
premature decease on the 1% of February, 1990. Under
his guidance 64 doctoral, 559 candidate theses were de-
fended. Among his followers there are such famous sci-
entists as N.A. Andreev, E.I. Petrishev, V.I. Litvinov,
v.E. Sidorov. He was awarded Order of Frienship and
medals of USSR for his merits. Professor K.E. Igoshev
founded a new scientific school — Preventive measures
against Juvenile Delinquency. He published more than
100 hundred works on criminology, sociology and so-
cial psychology, including monographs, textbooks and
manuals, i.e. «Criminal Personality» (1975); «Social
Control and Preventive Measures against Criminali-
ty» (1976); «On the Experience of Socio-Psychological
Analysis of Juvenile Delinquent Personality’ (1967);
«Psychology of Delinquent Manifestations among the
Young» (1971); «Criminal Personality Theory» (1976
with a co-author U.M. Antonyan); «Social Aspects of
Preventive Measures against Law Violation» (1986, in
co-authorship with I.V. Shmarov), etc.

K.E. Igoshev took an active part in social and scien-
tific life of Council of Ministers of USSR, Academy of
Sciences of USSR, Academy of Pedagogical Sciences,
he was a member of Scientific Council on Social Devel-
opment and a member of Academy Council.

The full text of the monograph by H.M. Charihov is
presented in the journal Ne3, 2006 and in this publication,
which was last published in 1910 with the foreword by
M.N. Gernet and consisted of 3 parts, 9 chapters, bibliog-
raphy. The notions covered in the chapters are: 1) object
and content of criminal law science, which is devided by
the author into 3 parts — criminal dogmatics, criminal so-
ciology (criminology) and criminal anthropology includ-
ing criminal psychology and biology; 2) scientific meth-
od of criminal law is uncovered from the point of view of
dialectical materialism; 3) criminality factors classifica-
tion is presented, including social and individual; 4) social
criminality factors are divided into race, religion, city or
village, alcohol, prostitution, economical and social posi-
tion; 5) full classification of individual criminality factors
is presented, including origin and up-bringing, education,
age and sex, family status, physical and mental features;
6) influence of physical environment is touched upon; 7)
criminality development is presented; 8)in the conclusion
the classification of criminals and crimes is presented.

In Memory of Dmitry Andreevitch Drill (1846-1910)
He was born on the 14* of March, 1846 in an old no-

ble family, originated from Malorossia. After graduat-
ing grammar school, he entered the Law Department of
Moscow University. In 1875 D.A. Drill was left with-
in the university «to continue further education» and
went abroad for scientific purpose. His own first sci-
entific work, master’s thesis, was called «Juvenile De-
linquentsy. It touched upon the questions of criminality
and its factors, the criminal personality was researched
from the point of view of criminal anthropology, tak-
ing into account individual specific features. Because
of the fact, that D.A. Drill’s conception didn’t agree
with that of the dominant idea in criminal law of that
time, his work was not accepted by the Law Depart-
ment of the University. Only in 1907 he was invited to
give lectures on criminal law on the courses of Pobedin-
ski, and then he was invited to the polytechnic institute

first electoral Dean of a newly founded Law Depart-
ment. According to D.A. Drill, the cause of delinquen-
cy is the two main factors — personal and social. The
most important D.A. Drill’s book are: «New Tenden-
cies» (1880); «Criminal being» (1882); «Juvenile De-
linquents» (1884 — Ch. 1, 1888 —Ch. 2); «Psycho phys-
ical Types and Their Connection with Delinquency»
(1890); «Exile to France and in Russia» (1889); «Crim-
inality and Criminals» (1899); «Theory of Criminality
and Preventive Measures against it» (1912, posthumous
edition). The suggested article was published in 1892
in the journal «Law Bulletiny». This publication aims at
arising a contemporary reader’s interest to the person-
ality and the ideas of the scientist, who was one of the
founders of Russian and European criminology.

D.A. Drill.
The Phenomenon of Juvenile Depravity and Delin-
quency, Its primary Causes and Social Significance
According to D.A. Drill, the cause of delinquency
should be seeked both in anthropological and in social pe-
culiarities. He thought: «Bad inheritance depends not only
on mental derangement in the family, but on many imper-
ceptible factors Exhausted organism of one parent or of
the both, substantial irritability of some of their systemat-
ic senses, their age and especially temporary states at the
moment of conception — all that, as is testified by numer-
ous facts, influence inheritance and the inherited, there-
fore, is almost impossible to correcty. Moreover: «Pover-
ty and misery of many people as a result of application of
different measurements is the main and the most gloomy
feature of the historically developed contemporary regime,
which, in its turn, provokes unfavorable consequence for
all the sides of social life. There exist a lot of works, devot-
ed to the statistics of criminality within different seasons
of a year, sex and age. But, as I think, the most prominent
work could be that one, presenting the criminality statis-
tics according to accumulation of wealth in the hands of a
small group and the growth of the group of poor and mis-
erable. They have no hope for tomorrow, htéey have no
future. They suffer physically and morally under the influ-
ence of degenerative life in poverty: they will die as they
lived in an intellectual and moral darkness».
I think the both approaches are timely and have the
right to be developed.

journal is a violation of author’s rights and is prosecut-
ed. That’s why a publication of an abstract should fol-
low author’s foreword if s/he is alive or that of his rela-
tives, followers, friends giving their agreement to pub-
lish any unpublished manuscript.

V. E. Kvashis. Authors Commentary

The author prejudices the publication of his abstract
and says, containing self-criticism that he «can not ac-
cept the idea of publishing antiquarian abstracts and
moreover commenting on it. For today it is an abso-
lutely different time, different country, different songs,
different measures and different values. In 1970-80th,
when a doctoral degree was not an article of trade, its
defense was really an event in a scientific life. A quar-

«Criminal Negligence: Criminological Difficulties»
(12.00.08 — Criminal Law and Criminology, Reforma-
tory Law) by V.E. Kvashis
The author substantiates the urgency of his work
by the fact that within the period of the research being
held, the criminal negligence made 15% of the crimi-
nality in general and made more than 20% over the gen-
eral norms of the Particular Part of the Criminal Code of
RSFSR, 1960. the author unites criminological theory
of negligence with reformatory and with penalty impo-
sition and execution for negligent crimes, especially in
colony. The thesis contains: Chapter 1 — «General Char-
acteristics of Criminal Negligence»; Chapter 2 — «The
Causes of Negligent Crimes’; Ch. 3 — «The Problems
of Personality Classification and Prediction of Crimi-
nal Negligence»; Ch. 4 — «The Problems of Differen-
tiating and Individualizing of Penalty Imposition and
Execution for Criminal Negligence». The author re-
gards negligence as a social phenomenon of irrespon-
sible conduct. He thinks, that the most important fac-
tors provoking criminal negligence are psycho physi-
ological defects and contemporary states of personal-
ity, which complicate adequate perception of the situa-
tion and finding adequate solution. The most prevalent
cause of criminal negligence is an evident disagreement
in behavior motivation and conduct, the disagreement
in subjective and objective motivation. The elements of
subconscious behavior are dominant. The possibility of
predicting criminal negligence is due to the adequate
and full analysis of criminogenic factors of negligence
and the detection of their interconnection. The possi-
bility of predicting negligence in the use of machinery
is mentioned. Such forms of penalty as suspended sen-
tence, fine, deprivation of right to hold a position or to
be engaged in some activity with obligation to cover the
expenses of the victim are proposed.

The au-
thor proves, that criminology is not only juridical, but
a social juridical science and subject. She substantiates
the existence of criminological reformatory code, which
determines the strategy and mechanism of criminality
prevention by social, economic, administrative and ju-
ridical measures. In the second part «Criminology and
Other Sciences» the connection between criminology
and other sciences, such as criminal law, sociology of
criminal law, criminal law politics, crime detection sci-
ence, juridical statistics, directorate of public prosecu-
tors, delictology, is analyzed as well as that with non-
juridical sciences, such as sociology and psychology. In
the third part «system of Criminology and its Aims» is
said that in the general part criminological phenomena
are analyzed in general , but in the particular part the
criminological characteristics is given to definite types
of crime in consideration of specific features of crimi-
nals involved. The main am of the native criminologists
is to make a realistic analysis of their scientific concep-
tions and to preserve all the precious in them. The sec-
ond aim of criminology is in its practical appliance to
criminological expertise of statutory act for their crim-
inological validity. The third aim of criminology is to
study and apply the international experience of fighting
criminality. Unfortunately, criminological methodology
is not presented in the lecture.

Juvenile Mode of Life
Preventive work with under-aged convicts, inclined
to violence, should be held in the following directions:
1) convict category definition, inclined to antisocial acts
and violation; 2) their calculation arrangement; 3) de-
tection of most criminogenic factors, provoking anti-
social activity; 4) organizing of the activity of corre-
sponding reformatory institutions. In order to maximize
the effect ness of reformatory it is necessary to: deter-
mine the reformatory potential of all colonial institu-
tions; neutralize possibility of illegal act of convicts in
colonies; determine the directions of preventive activ-
ity. Juvenile convicts could spend their free time pro-
ducing good for sell — that could be a stimulus to get
an additional profession. Work with a group of antiso-
cial tendencies is much more difficult. First, the level
of organization, solidarity, steadiness should be deter-
mined. Second, it is advisable to know if there are any
leaders, the qualitative character of the group, the char-
acter of antisocial tendencies. Third, motivation, aims
and interests should be determined. Fourth, it is neces-
sary to determine the character of interrelation within
the group. Questionnaires are rather effective, including
questions like what time did it take the convict to get
the documents and registration, find a job, the causes
of delay; what he spends money for; how he spends his
free time.

6) the work should contain the results of the criminological
research held by the author, i.e. general results of activity of judges of
the peace, federal, arbitrary judges, Constitutional Court of RF, or the
results of any court, or the results of any juridical, law activity.

The volume of the doctoral work could be up to 1 p.s. If the
article is accepted, it is necessary to notify the number of his passport,
date of birth, registration address, ITN to get a fee.
