On the 105" Anniversary of
Mikhail Davidovitch Shargorodsky
Mikhail Davidovitch Shargorodsky was born on January, 01,
1904, in Odessa. He is Doctor of Law, Professor, one of the outstand-
ing jurists of XX century. In 1923, in Odessa, M.D. Shargorodsky en-
tered Law Department of Institute of National Economy. In 1937 he
successfully defended his candidate thesis, and in 1944 at All-Soviet
Institute Of Juridical Sciences he defended his doctoral thesis on the
topic “Crimes against life and health”. In 1946, according to the De-
cree of Board of National Commissariat USSR he was sent to work
to Leningrat to take the position of the Head of Criminal Law Chair
at Leningrad State University, which he headed for 17 years. In May,
1963, in Leningrad, M.D. Shargorodsky made a report at All-Soviet
Conference on problems of criminal law, where he criticized the De-
cree of Supreme Council of RSFSR. As a result, the same year, at the
secretariat of Central Committee of the CPSU he incurred a strict pen-
alty and was relieved of his post of the Head of Criminal Law Chair
and the Editor-in-Chief of the journal “Jurisprudence”. Since 1963 up
to 1973 M.D. Shargorodsky continued his scientific and pedagogical
work, being a Professor of his Chair. He is the author of more than
230 scientific works, including 12 monographs; 27 of his works were
published abroad, they are: “Swindle in USSR and Abroad” (Kharkov,
1927); “Struggle for Social Property Defense at Collective Farms and
State Farms” (Leningrad, 1930) (in co-authorship); “Guilt and Penalty
according to Soviet Criminal Law” (Moscow, 1945); “Crimes against
Life and Health” (Moscow, 1948); “Criminal law: (Moscow, 1948);
“Responsibility for crimes against Personality” (Leningrad, 1953);
“Questions of General Part of Criminal Law (legislation and Judicial
Practice)” (Leningrad, 1955); “Penalty according to Criminal Law
of Exploiter Society” (Moscow, 1957); “Penalty according to Sovi-
et Criminal Law” (Moscow, 1958); “Contemporary Bourgeois Crimi-
nal Legislation and Law” (Moscow, 1961); “Questions of Theory and

L.K. Savyk. About the Teacher, Devoted his Life to Science

(On the 100" Anniversary of S.S. Ostroumov)

Honored Scientific Worker of RSFSR, Doctor of Law, Professor
Sergey Sergeevitch Ostroumov was born in January, 5, 1909, in Mos-
cow. He is one of the outstanding jurists, taken an important role in the
foundation and development of science and practice of judicial statistics,
criminology and judicial bookkeeping examination. When he graduat-
ed united working Soviet school Nel7 of Khamovnichesky Region, he
got a certificate that he attended Public Pedagogical Courses for a year.
When he graduated Moscow E.I. Lybimov Institute of Consumer Co-
operation (1927 — 1930), S.S. Ostroumov was given a qualification of
“Economist on Grain Products Commodity Circulation”. The following
17 years of practical working (head of planning department at Tchely-
abinsk Regional Consumer Union; head of calculation and accounting
department — chief accountant in the system of All-Russian Union of Co-
operation of the Invalids) he reconciled with scientific and pedagogic ac-
tivity. In 1933 — 1936 he taught statistics at 1** Central Moscow K. Marx
Technical School. Later he gave lections on statistics and book-keeping
at Commodity Economic Institute and Institute of National Committee of
Light Industry, course “Analysis of Economic Activity and Statistics” at
All-Soviet Training Industrial Complex of National Committee of Tex-
tiles USSR, and at Institute of Managerial Staff of National Committee of
Working USSR and Institute of G.V. Plekhanov National Economy. The
“Moscow Evening” announced in November, 5, 1942, “In November, 13,
at 16.45, at the Meeting of Council of G.V. Plekhanov National Econo-
my (28, Stremyanny St., Auditory 29) a defence of the Candidate of Eco-
nomics thesis by S.S. Ostroumov on the topic “Status of the Invalids in
USSR and Abroad” will be held. Official opponent are Professor D.S. Ba-
dov, Professor F.N. Svishev”. Since 1944, Candidate of Economics S.S.
Ostroumov worked mainly as a teacher, since 1946 he was an Associate
Professor on the course “Theoretical Statistics” at Moscow Juridical In-
stitution. In May, 1, 1944, on behalf of the Presidium of Supreme Coun-
cil of USSR, he was awarded a medal “For Defense of Moscow”, and in
June, 6, 1945 — “For Conscientious Work”. At the same time in 1948-1950
he was a senior scientific worker in the department of planning of health
keeping of Institute of Organization of Health Keeping and Medicine and
History of Medicine at Academy of Medical Sciences USSR. It is signif-
icant, that in March, 1949, S.S. Ostroumov was selected a Public Chair-
man of Public Court of the 3" Neighborhood of Krasnopresnensky Re-
gion of Moscow. In 1954, because of re-organization of Moscow Juridical
Institute, he was transferred to Moscow State M.V. Lomonosov Universi-
ty as an Associate Professor of Law Department. In November, 18, 1961,
he successfully defended his monograph “Criminality and Its Causes in
Pre-Revolutionary Russia” (Moscow, 1960 — 338 p.). In April, 1963, he
was awarded a title of Professor within Criminal Procedure Chair. By that
time he had the following outstanding scientific works: “General Theory
of Statistics” (Moscow, 1949); “Judicial Statistics. General Part” (Mos-
cow, 1949); “Bases of Book Keeping and Judicial Book Keeping Exami-
nation” (Moscow, 1951, 1956, 1961, 1964, 1969) (in co-authorship); “So-
viet Judicial Statistics. General and Special Parts” (Moscow, 1952, 1954,
1962, 1970); “Criminality and Its Causes in Pre-Revolutionary Russia”
(Moscow, 1960); “Essays on History of Criminal Statistics in Pre-revolu-
tionary Russia. Part 1” (Moscow, 1961). Bibliography of scientific works
by S.S. Ostroumov includes 142 works up to 1969 together with the first
one “Balance Operative and Statistic Counting” (Moscow, 1933 — 195
p.; in co-operation with V.V. Bobkov). Since 1952 his scientific works
are regularly published abroad: in Hungary, Romania, Czechoslovakia,
Germany, China, England. In his 60-es, he is full of energy, and he wrote
more than 60 more scientific and publicist works, including: “Criminal
Statistics and Criminality Prevention” (Moscow, 1972); “Criminal Sta-

There was something Voltairian in his appearance, I think. Thin lips,
always ready to demonstrate an ironical smile, a cunny squint. Large nose.
Remarkably clever and very kind face of a very kind person. Just like that,
as if by the way, he made good deeds to many people. That is character-
istic of a kind heart. I just want to remember to the mature jurists and to
tell the young ones what an intelligent and witty (with characteristic sur-
name) and friendly man was the author of the course books on statistics,
which my predecessors, I, and the followers studied. He was one of those
called Zlatoust. The sign on the course book “Judicial Book Keeping”,
presented to M.M. Babaev, said, “I don’t know, if you will be satisfied by
the surprise. But you must know, that the author has always been a lyric
and a poet. Its not a poetry, nor stanzas. Its only poor balances. It helps to
count, what should be taken and what should be given. But in perspective,
you know, you always should be active”. He composed on the spur of the
moment at the seminar in October, 14, 1975, “Most of all idlers I like Ba-
baev”. He wrote once on the course book “Soviet Judicial Statistics” “I
hated mystics since the childhood, only facts light up the dark. Read then,
Michelle, my Statistics, and remember — it’s not a Balzac”.

G.1. Zabryansky. Recalling Meetings with the Teacher

(Unforgotten Past)

Always elegant, witty, strict, but just, Sergey Sergeevitch attracted
many students. The combination of his talent of a lector and an amount
of knowledge was amazing. What a gift should person possess to be able
to give lections on judicial statistics never being a judge. S.S. Ostrou-
mov included poems and plots from classical literature into his lections
as well as his philosophical and sociological reflections. I attended lec-
tions by S.S. Ostroumov twice. First — being a first-year student, second
— when I was among those student (1963/1964), who, for the first time in
this country (past 30-es) attended lections by N.F. Kuznetsova and S.S.
Ostroumov on “Bases of Soviet Criminology”. Sergey Sergeevitch had
a divine talent of a lecturer. I met him four times: first — in 1970, when
the Editorial Board of the journal “Bulletin of MSU” sent the manuscript
of my article to be reviewed, and Sergey Sergeevitch invited me to visit
him and discussed the manuscript for more than an hour, especially the
index of “criminal activity of population”. Next time that I remember es-
pecially I met him a year later, in spring of 1971, as he agreed to be an
official opponent to my thesis paper. I met him for the third time in 1974
— Sergey Sergeevitch offered to me and Nikolay Nikolayevitch Kon-
drashkov (being the Editor-in-Chief of the journal “Socialistic legality)
to write an article in co-authorship. In 1977 he presented his last course
book to me. It was “Soviet Judicial Statistics”, edited in 1976. before he
gave it to me, he opened the book at page 151, where I was amazed by
seeing a cite from my article. That time was the last one when I saw him.

mov, when at MSU, at the defense of my candidate thesis, he was inter-
ested by my formula of love and noted it down, saying “May be, it will
be useful some day”. It was in 1977, two years before he passed away. In-
stead of Introduction. After having made a lection on family criminology

I was asked “What do you expect to be the nuclear of your new field?”

I said, “violence in a family” “What question is the main to the problem

of violence in a family?” “Love”. Love as a psychologic mechanism. All

emotional processes should be united in the notion of “love relations”,

Formula of love. Love attraction is pro rata to the evaluation of social sex

status of a partner and inversely to the possessed social sex status and cen-

tripetal initiative of a partner. Love of a criminal and a victim. It is de-
fined that: irresistibility of emotional link for the number of the couples
studied, husbands depend on extravert behavior of their wives, and are not
only not able to control their behavior, but cannot break off the relation;
murder of husbands is connected with undeveloped ability of a woman to
love with an inability of a man to inspire that feeling; behavior of husband
murderers is more rational.

In 1911-1914 N.N. Pashe-Ozersky was a Professor

Scholar at the same University (something like a modern post-gradu-

ate school). In January, 1915, passed Master’s examination and after

two trial lectures he was given a title of an Associate Professor of the

Criminal Law and Procedure Chair at Saint Vladimir University. It is

necessary to mention some of his first scientific works, including: “Pu-

nitive Mechanism of Criminal Code of 1903” (Kiev, 1911); “On Dan-
gerous State” of a Criminal personality” (Kiev, 1913); “On Bringing to

Trial” (Kiev, 1916); “Judicial System. Part 1” (Kiev, 1917); “On Crim-

inal Responsibility of Notary” (Kiev, 1918). In 1918, N.N. Pashe-Oz-

ersky at Saint Vladimir University defended his monograph “Rehabili-

tation of the Convict” (Kiev, 1918) as a Master thesis. In March, 1919,

he was selected to be a Professor of Criminal Law Chair at the same

University. In 1919-1921 N.N. Pashe-Ozersky was a Professor of Tav-

ritchesky University at Simferopol and Supreme Juridical Institute at

Sevastopol. Then he came back to Kiev and since 1921 up to 1930

worked as a Professor at Kiev Institute of National Economy. That time

he wrote “Through Prisons of the Western Europe. Personal Impres-
sions of 1928-1929” (Kharkov: Yurisdat NCJ USSR, 1930); “Correc-
tional Working Code of Ukraine SSR. Text and clause-by-clause com-

mentary” — Kharkov: Yurisdat NCJ Ukraine SSR, 1928.

In 1937 he became a Professor, then he was appointed to be a Head
of Criminal law and Procedure Chair at Kiev State University. In 1940
he was transferred to be a Head of Criminal law and Procedure Chair at
Lvov State University and a pro-rector on scientific work. During the
years of occupation, he worked as a unestablished official of Lvov no-
tary’s office and sold stationery at the market. After the liberation of the
city by Soviet Troops, N.N. Pashe-Ozersky fulfilled the duties of a rec-
tor of Lvov University for several months. In1948 N.N. Pashe-Ozer-
sky was sent to Department of High School of Government of Ukraine
and by that time he finished his doctoral thesis on the topic “General
Questions of the Study of Necessary Defense”. Since January, 1949 he
was appointed to Law Department of Rostov State University, where
he worked up to 1960. last two years of his life he worked at Voroneg
State University. In February, 1962, being 73 years old, Nikolay Niko-
layevitch Pashe-Ozersky passed away. In 1962 at State Juridical Pub-
lishing House his monograph “Necessary Defense and Absolute Neces-
sity according to Soviet Criminal Law” was published. His following
works are also well-known: “Supposed Defense according to Soviet
Criminal Law” // Scientific Notes of Rostov State University.

On Teaching Soviet Criminology
In the Decree of Central Committee of CPSU “On Measures of Fur-
ther Development of Juridical Science and Improvement of Juridical Ed-
ucation in the Country” is said, that it is necessary to introduce a course
of Soviet criminology to the curriculum of all juridical high schools and
departments. That will give to the Chairs deep knowledge in the sphere
of organization of criminality counteraction and liquidation of its causes.
Criminal Law and Criminal Procedure Chairs at MSU introduced in
1963-64 a new course “Bases of Soviet Criminology”, which was giv-
en to the 4-year students. Introduction of the course to the younger stu-
dents, we suppose, would have made it more difficult to master it, as
far as criminology supposes knowledge in criminal law, criminal pro-
cedure, judicial statistics, state and administrative law, which are being
taught within first three years. The duration of the course made 30 hours.
The General Part of criminology took 20 hours, and the Special one —
10 hours. When choosing the topics within Special Part of criminolo-
gy, we took into account the criteria of danger and prevalence of crimes
(theft of socialistic property, intended murder, rape, hooliganism, trans-
port crimes). We pointed out underage delinquency as it is rather vital. In
the discussion at MSU and at All-Soviet Institution on Studying Causes
and Development of Measures of Criminality Counteraction it was men-
tioned, that it is necessary to introduce Soviet criminology to the curric-
ulum of all juridical high schools and departments as a compulsory sub-
ject. It is advisable to use even some criminal statistics data on the state
of criminality and measures of its counteraction in this country. Many
manuals, scientific works and criminological research are available only
to specialized institutions but not for the students. It is planned to point
out “On Repeated Criminality” as a special topic, as well as circumstanc-
es, provoking criminality, such as alcoholism. Exchange of programs and
literature with foreign socialistic criminologists could be useful for the
development of Soviet criminology. A durable course of criminology is
being taught at Law Departments of Yugoslavia (80 hours) and in Hun-
gary (30 hours).

ies three spheres of social phenomena — criminality, its causes and crimi-
nality precautions. In the discussions on the subject of socialistic crimi-
nology four points of view exist: 1) criminology is a part of criminal law;

2) criminology is an independent field of knowledge; 3) criminology is a

complex science, being at the turn of sociology and law; 4) criminology is

a part of sociology. Criminology is at the turn of two social sciences — so-

ciology and law, it’s a sociologic law science. It is a disputable question,

if the problem of personality should be transferred to an independent field
of knowledge or if it should be studied in parts on causes of criminality
and criminality precautions. Since 1964, there is a program of Bases of

Soviet Criminology. A new program on criminology, developed in 1966,

sufficiently enlarged the amount of teaching criminology in juridical high

schools (up to 80 hours of lections and seminars).

In 1966, the first course book “Soviet Criminology” in the history of
USSR and pre-revolutionary Russia was published.

Introduction of questions of criminality precautions into the subject
of criminal law science is absolutely defensible within a definite “tran-
sitional” period. After a durable standstill, soviet law science started a
planned studying of causes of criminality, conditions, provoking crimi-
nality, and methods of the fastest counteraction. The first research peri-
od was devoted mainly to accrual of actual material. The basic directions
of criminological research are: 1) studying of criminality as a social phe-
nomenon, its dynamics and statics; 2) studying of causes and conditions,
leading to crime commitment; 3) personality of a criminal; 4) develop-
ment of measures of criminality precautions. It is also necessary to pre-
vent delinquency, which is not actually criminality, but could transfer to
it, if not treated at once. Circumstances, promoting crimes, could be di-
vided into three basic groups: 1) those, defining a definite situation, in
which a criminal occurred on the moment of committing a crime; 2) cir-
cumstances, defining moral formation of a personality; 3) those, defining
a possibility to commit a crime.

(if criminology is being regarded as a field of knowledge on survival and
safety of humanity, in specific sphere of his life and activity, and crimi-
nal law — from its sociological positions, as a corresponding realization of
some principles of that science by means of criminal penalty execution to
some criminals), then, the first outlooks to the origin of criminality and its
counteraction is found even in the Bible and ancient criminal laws; in the
development of criminology it is possible to point out five relative periods
of its history: 1) ancient civilizations (last centuries B.C. and the begin-
ning of A.D., which are called great antiquity period in history); 2) ancient
(includes about a thousand years of transparent times B.C. and A.D.); 3)

Question on the availability of criminal law statistics particularly was
solved in 1988 by declassifying statistic data; criminal law statistics trans-
ferred from that of criminal and organizational into a social problem, be-
cause half of Russian citizens, being victims of a crime, don’t appeal to
militia. Moreover, in 2008, in 4,5 million cases a procedural decision to
cease investigation was taken. It came into the practice in any inner af-
fairs office, that when an new head came, that year a number of registrated
crimes grew, next year it started to lower. That way the heads usually pres-
ent their “successful” work. Ways of solving the problem of registra-
tion and account of crimes — there are three interdependent variants: 1)
it is necessary to define a legal unit of crimes account in criminal law sta-
tistics; 2) it is necessary to eliminate legal obstacles to account of a large
number of delinquencies as crimes — that is a legal norm in CPC RF on
commencement of prosecution; 3) creation of combined normative legal
act on introduction of a unit of account of crimes in criminal law statistics.
If necessary changes are done, the number of registrated crimes in Russia
in 1999-2007 would have made not 3-3,8 million but 7-8 million.

Sequestration for December 2003 as a criminal political maneuver

was called a denationalization of criminality counteraction. Contempo-
rary state is a fagged out by constant reforms, lost its best staff, corrupt-
ed and disoriented law enforcement system, not able to overcome such
an amount of law violations and violators. It is, of course, necessary to
change the legislation, but not that much of criminal, but that of crimi-
nal procedural one. That type of work could be divided into three stages.

At the first stage, it is necessary to define 5-7 leading scientific and edu-

cational institutions, which are to prepare bills in 5-6 months. At the sec-

ond stage, these institutions prepare the projects of new edition of CC RF

Problems of Classification of Russian
Criminal Legislation: New Criminal Code or New Edition
of the Code?
All the disadvantages of CC RF could be divided into two groups:
1) connected with social conditionality of certain gaps in criminal law
regulation or in excessive criminalization of the acts, treated as crimes
nowadays; 2) connected with defects in technique of a criminal law. In
the basis of Criminal Code, as any classified legislative norm, lies, first of
all, not the inner sectoral principles, but intersectoral ones — social politi-
cal, defining the basis of social and state organization of the country, fixed
in Constitution of RF: high, i.e. the most important value is a human, his
rights and freedoms and proclamation of economy as a market one. When
these constitutional foundations are changed, it would be possible to talk
about changes in the Code, because it requires the change of state politi-
cal, social, economic regime as well as changes in criminal politics. It is
necessary to define if changes in the regime are necessary. First, the con-
stitutional passage on human rights and freedoms is an ideal today, sec-
ond — contradiction of personal interests to that of a state in the sphere
of criminality counteraction is imaginary. The practice of sentencing for
grave and especially grave crimes is too soft and indulgent, and doesn’t
correspond to the aims of dangerous crimes counteraction. It is necessary
to lessen the level of divergency within the lowest and the highest lev-
els of criminal law sanctions for especially grave crimes up to 3-4 years,
thus it present a serious corruption threat. Will a new edition of the Code
be idea? Never.

and Its Criminological Consequences
Features of liberal model of criminal politics are: 1) creation of cult
of market relations and limitation of criminal law counteraction to eco-
nomic abuse. 2) commercialization of power; 3) deprofessionalization and
corruptness of criminal justice officials; 4) break-though into the power of
people with criminal experience and links; 5) liberalization of punishment
for economic criminals (in sanctions and norms of application); 6) abol-
ishment of system of legal up-bringing and criminality precautions — lib-
eral model of criminal politics at the first stage maintained irresponsibility
of “white collar” criminals. At the second stage, the model transforms into
liberal oligarchic model, when criminal law politics becomes an object of
management of oligarchs and their representatives in the power — they
introduced the practice of buying the decisions. At the third stage, the sec-
ond model transforms into a liberal bureaucratic type — that of system cor-
ruption. The other fact is that in Russia it is often possible to pay the crim-
inal penalty off. “Blue collars” (lumpenus proletariat) make the most nu-
merous group of criminals, sentenced and then imprisoned. Technocrat-
ic character is one more feature of liberal criminal law politics. The other
variant of decriminalization is absence of any research and expert evalu-
ations. Criminal responsibility for a widespread criminal offence is abol-
ished, the regulated index of criminality improves, prisons are unloaded.
Humanization of criminal legislation is a sequence of social politics of a
state, which fortifies the success and brings results. Liberalization is a ten-
dency not to mention the illnesses by changing the diagnosis.

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Garanties of Realization of Right to Assistance to Employment when

an Employee is being fired because of the reduction of the staff
Reduction of the number of workers is regarded as a lessening of
number of workers of definite or of all categories. Reduction of the staff
is an exclusion of positions from the list of the members of the staff,
working units of definite specialties. Violation of definite rules is an ar-
gument for reinstatement of the workers in their positions. First, the ne-
cessity for reduction of the number of workers of that of the staff should
be valid and reflected in the organizational order; second, the employer
should define the categories which could not be fired according to this
argument; third, in order to fulfill the employment of the most qualified
workers, the employer should decide who is to be left at his position —
these are mostly workers with best qualification and labour productivity;
fourth, the employer must notify in 2 month every worker personally and
each one should sign for it; fifth, according to this argument and in order
to fulfill the employment, the employer should place a worker in a new
job. The authors offer in order to guarantee the realization of right to em-
ployment that it is necessary to notify in Working Code of RF an obliga-
tion of an employer to all the positions, even those temporarily vacant.

Sixth, 2 month beforehand, the employer should inform a trade union

about the planned reduction of the staff, and if a worker fired is a member

of this trade, the employer has to take into account his valid opinion; sev-
enth, 2-3 month beforehand, the employer should inform the placement
service and give the following information of the fired workers: position,
profession, qualification, wages; eighth, the employer is to give an order
on the reduction and inform all the workers; ninth, the worker should get
all the necessary payments, such as indemnity, aids and he should be giv-
en a work-book.

On the Notion of Financial Criminality
In the work the features of financial criminality are pointed out, they
are: 1) suchlike crimes are committed within some financial activity, i.e.
when creating, distributing and usage of financial resources; 2) they en-
croach onto financial system of a state, which includes tax payment, cred-
iting, ensuring, currency exchange market, fund market and securities
market; 3) financial criminality does a lot of harm to an individual, soci-
ety and state in the form of a direct material loss and omission of benefits,
or inability to receive the due; 4) criminal activity is often committed by

a managing subject (a head of an organization, or an entrepreneur); 5) fi-

nancial criminality possess a pronounced mercenary character, its aim is

to get much benefit by means of appropriation of financial resources vi-

olating the principle of equivalence. Thus, the crime may be committed

in order to get a personal benefit as well as that for a third person or en-
terprise. Financial criminality manifests as a complex of mercenary en-
croachments onto financial system of a state, doing harm to a person, so-
ciety and state, forbidden by norms of CC RF under the threat of punish-
ment. These crimes are of voluntary, socially dangerous character and are
committed within creation, distribution and usage of financial resources.

1) state and municipal administration; 2) private sector management. The

Criminal subculture could be defined as a way of life of criminals, in-
cluding and especially that of the convicts. The specificity of prison sub-
culture is defined by the three factors: presence of criminals, sometimes
rather dangerous ones, estrangement from the society, and the fact, that
prisons are unisexual. Elements of criminal subculture include: “rules of
ranks”, defining the status of a member of the society; “thieves’ rules”,
oaths and curses; communicative attributes: criminal slang, gestures,
nicknames, tattoos; economic means of influence, such as “lump sum”;

Usage of the Russian Language in Mass-Media and in Legislatory
Acts as a Factor of Criminogenic Character
Language is a basis of socialization of a personality. A net of TV pro-
grams is a deliberate state politics, maintaining controllability of politi-
cal, economic and other processes in Russia, interests and activity of the
population. All the commentators and journalists commit different lin-
guistic incidents. Television tends to form a generation, who needs only
“bread and circus”, including that of criminal character. The incidents in
the communication between citizens and their idols are presented: com-
posers, singers, writers, public figures and politicians. In the juridical pub-
lications the level of Russian language knowledge by the journalists is not
adequate, as well as knowledge in jurisdiction.

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O.N. Vedernikova. Criminal Situation in Russian from
the Point of View of All-World Tendencies

World tendencies has three levels of manifestation: global (all-
world), regional and national. There are three sources of data on the state
of criminality in the world: 1) documents of UN and its subsidiaries; 2)
regional statistics; 3) index of national criminal statistics and victimo-
logical questionnaires, held in different countries. In USA in 1991-2007
the total number of registrated crimes lessened from 14,9 million up to
11,3 million, i.e. 24%, and the coefficient lessened from 5 897 to 3 730
crimes per 100 thousand of population, i.e. 26,8%; in 1991-2007, the co-
efficient of registrated crimes in Canada lessened from 10 342 to 6 984
per 100 thousand of population, i.e. 32,5%. Regional tendencies of crimi-
nality within UN countries: 1) insignificant combined growth of criminal-

State and Tendencies of Terrorism in Russia and South Federal Region
The dynamics of criminality of terrorist character in Russia tends to
lessen, as well as in the South Federal Region, though the largest amount
of the crimes of this type were committed there. Leaders of illegal armed
groups take up active attempts to transfer operations from the territory of
Chechnya to that of contiguous regions of the subjects of the federal re-
gion. It is necessary to point out: 1) terrorism, initiated and organized
from abroad, and being the means of leading of the so-called “ersatz war”;
2) separative terrorism; 3) Islamic terrorism; 4) terrorism of anarchists
and extremists of international character. The formation of global terror-
ist nets is continued, as well as introduction of terrorists to state and social
structures, they create infrastructures of terrorist groups; there is a tenden-
cy of more rare but more massive actions. The system of special crimino-
logical prevention of terrorism includes: 1) constant antiterrorist informa-
tion; control of nationalistic, extremist subcultures, information, interest-
ing for the terrorists, arms keeping, explosives, security of regime units;
2) maintenance of alertness of departmental systems of terrorism counter-
action, creation of united data bank, material technical, financial and or-
ganizational maintenance; 3) prevention of intended and counteraction to
committing acts of terrorism; 4) psychological and victimological pre-
paredness of population; organization of antiterrorist operations.

Social Criminological Characteristic
of Psycho Active Substances by the Underage

Among basic causes, influencing the spread of alcohol, drugs addic-
tion and drug abuse among the juvenile and youth, it is necessary to point
out the availability of psycho active substances. The important psycho-
logical factor of drugs and alcohol addiction of the underage is the ab-
sence of stable pro-social ideology. The underage drug addict is being at
a contradictive situation: on the one side — mass popularization of drugs,
new style of life and new sensations, connected with alcohol and drugs, in
complex of curiosity and imitation; on the other side, embarrassment and
incompetence of teachers, social workers, parents. The first place is taken
by the wish to experiment, feel the sense of euphoria. In Russia, the aver-
age age of the beginning of alcohol consumption for boys is 12, for girls it
is 13; the age of the beginning of drugs consumption is 14,2 for boys and
14,5 for girls. Drugs addiction and drug abuse should be referred to as the
basic determinants of delinquent behavior of the underage because of the
following facts. First, negative influence of psycho active substances on
the behavior of the underage could be explained by special features of his
age psychology and physiology. Second, consumption of psycho active
substances is widespread within the group of difficult children intended to
delinquent behavior. Third, alcohol and drugs consumption leads to per-
sonality degradation of the underage within a short period of time, loss of
high moral values and de-socialization.

S.V. Krapivin. Regulation of Responsibility for Human Trade
according to Foreign Criminal Law

The author proposes to analyze the regulation of human trade in the
countries of general system of law, like USA. It is notified: extension of
punishment for human trade up to 20 years of imprisonment or life im-
prisonment, if these actions lead to the death of the victim or were con-
nected with sexual harassment; the number of concrete measures and sup-
positions on the relief action to the victims of human trade, but the term
used in English-American law “trafficking” is not precisely correct as far
as it is not absolutely adequate, because in that case the responsibility
comes only for illegal transportation with the intention of selling to bond-
age and slavery; other forms of trade stay out of the corpus delicti. In a
continental system of law there is no co-ordination in the question of hi-
erarchic belonging of this type of crimes within the structure of criminal
legislation; general notion of “human trade”; they define trade only as a
transportation of a human abroad. Both in general and continental law
there is no criminal law characteristics of human trade, adequate to inter-
national law requirements. In Russian Federation it is also necessary to
develop a law on security and rehabilitation of human trade victims.

enforcement official of the conclusion that the person is no longer social-
ly dangerous. It is recommended to include to Art. 76 CC RF and Art. 25
CPC RF the requirement, that as a result of his actions, aimed at reconcil-
iation with the victim, the person, committed a crime, ceased to be social-
ly dangerous. Discretion of a law enforcement officer is necessary. Only
the court should be able to make a decision about the cessation of a crimi-
nal case in connection with active repentance and reconciliation with the
victim and only on the basis of researched and proved of the process of
the court examination a presence of condition to deliverance from crimi-
nal responsibility. The best variant to solve this problem could be that one
of ability of the court to deliverance in connection with active repentance
and reconciliation with the victim not from the criminal responsibility, but
from the punishment in the conviction (Part 5, Art. 302 CPC), with bring-
ing in a verdict of a guilty (Item5, Partl, Art. 302 CPC).

Turkey: Problems of Formation and Development

Analyzing the events in Turkey within the period of development
of the republic, the author notes that the liberal democratic regime was
formed. Within the following ten years Public Republican Party lost its
leading positions. In 1946 it ceased to be the only legal party and the
number of oppositional parties appeared in the country. A multiple par-
tial system was formed in Turkey. The following politics of the leading
party was aimed at retention of the voices of the electors by means of soft
democratic measures, one of which was return to old religious tradition.
Pilgrimage to Mecca was allowed, an optional course of the history of Is-
lam was introduced. The governing of Democratic Party was marked by
sharp strengthening of nationalism, pursuit of opposition and return to Is-
lamic traditions. The party used severe totalitarian methods in governing.
In May 1960, the first coup d’etat happened in the country. The Commit-
tee of national unity became the supreme legislative organ, the govern-
ment became executional, and court — became fully independent, the real
democratization of a social life happened. A new Constitution of 1961 de-
veloped in such conditions. Turkey was announced to be a national, dem-
ocratic, secular and social state. In March 12, 1971, the second coup d’etat
happened when the army interrupted into the political life of Turkey. The
power was not able to govern the country, using democratic mechanisms.
Mass unemployment, inflation, huge military expenses led to the revolt
of different classes of Turkey society. In November 7, 1982, the third
coup d’etat happened. Te basic law of the country was approved. Turkey
was declared to be a republic, democratic and secular and social state, in
which human rights are respected in conditions of social safety, nation-
al solidarity and sense of justice (Art. 1,2). So, political (state) regime of
Republican Turkey should be regarded as liberal one with predominance
of democratic majority elements. Thus, a half democratic regime still ex-
ists in Turkey.

Conclusions: 1) differentiation of criminal responsibility is a legisla-

licti, indication to the complexes of qualifying circumstances; 3) inconsis-

The author points out some advantages of
the thesis, including monitoring of victimization of population in Irkutsk,
history of responsibility for torture, etc. thus, some remarks were made:

number of tortures in the region. The thesis by A.D. Dashieva lacks con-
crete evaluation of new statistic forms and propositions on their perfec-
tion as regards to the analyzed problem. A.D. Dashieva doesn’t pay ad-
equate attention to the fact, that within 1990-es a new object of legal se-
curity is discussed — integrity (Integritat) of personality. The author of the
thesis also ignores the way of psychologic torture — fear charging. It is de-
sirable to learn the attitude of the author to the possible introduction the
corpus of systematic psychic violence to the CC RF instead of the corpus
of torture, responsibility for which is connected with helpless state of a
victim. The definition of torture is too wide, including parental punish-
ment of children. The thesis possess some kind of repressive character.
Thus, the thesis corresponds to all the requirements of the Regulations on
the order of scientific titles award, approved by the resolution of the Gov-
ernment of Russian Federation Ne74, January 30, 2002. The author of the
thesis, Ayuna Dugarjapovna Dashieva, is worth of being given the title of
Candidate of Law.

It is necessary to point out two basic approaches to studying of de-
viant behavior — qualitative and quantitative. Traditionally, the analysis
of a causal complex of antisocial behavior includes enumeration, intu-
itive ranking and resumptive evaluation of separate determinants. This
approach to studying the key factors of criminality seem to be incorrect.

First, because it doesn’t reflect of real importance of every determining

factor in the formation of this social phenomenon. Second, it doesn’t take

into account changes in space-time continuum. Exposition of the defend-

ing factors of the most destructive type of negative deviation becomes a

private criminological task, successfully done by holding of paired, mul-

tiple regressive correlation analysis. For criminological understanding of
tendencies of criminality, gaining of mathematics equations, describing
the time series of its structural components, the author proposes to use the
method of the least squares (pointing gout the necessity of building piece-
wise-linear models). Absolutely interesting is the techniques of research
of expected level of social pathology according to polynomial models
with low powers, lines of Fierier, and with account of seasonal compo-
nent, proposed by Professor S.G. Olkov. He introduces the notion of ex-
pected penalty, calculated as a product of its strictness and probability of
capture and sentencing of the criminal. Statistic and mathematic methods
of studying of criminological phenomena and procedures are being appli-
cated for the first time in jurisprudence.

by Ryasov Dmitry Alexeevitch “Criminality within Inner Affairs
Organs Officials”.

The author notifies positive moments in the structure of the work,
empirical base of the research. Thus, there are some disadvantages: the
author is somewhat pretentious to the previous works on the topic. It is
rather disputable, that, as the author announce, that the inner affairs or-
gans officials, committed a crime, are very much alike to the law-abiding
one as regards to their moral psychologic features and qualities. The caus-
al complex of inner affairs organs officials criminality is presented and the
number of measures of criminological counteraction of general and spe-
cial character are proposed. Thus, the author didn’t pay adequate atten-
tion to the interconnection of the notified classification groups of crimes,
as well as to the research of the victimity of the victims of criminal en-
croachment (p. 50-75). He proposes a system of measures of general and
special criminological prevention of crimes of the analyzed type (p. 112-
145). The inadequate attention is paid to the role of the victims of criminal
encroachment in the mechanism of crime commitment. Other disadvan-
tages are noted. Thus, the remarks are disputable and all in all, they don’t
reduce a positive impression of the work.

2. Articles by post-graduate students, competitors and those
having no scientific title as well as those written by candidates and
doctors, coming to the Editorial House anonymously can be accepted
regarding the verdict of the reviewing. Articles by post-graduate stu-
dents, competitors and those having no scientific title, written not in
co-authorship with candidates and doctors, possessing contractual re-
lations with the publishing house are accepted in case: 1) there is a de-
cision of Editorial Council of the University or by a Scientific Coun-
cil of he University; 2) written comment by a doctor of law, working
with the author and not being his scientific guide (consultant). Articles
of candidates of law, including that in co-authorship with post-gradu-
ate students, competitors and alike, are taken to review on the founda-
tion of the written comment by a doctor working together of living in
the same region with the author. Articles by doctors, including that in
co-authorship with students, post-graduated, etc. are taken to review
by the heads of the corresponding field without any comment or rec-
ommendations.

3. Articles of the authors, coming to the editorial, are being
discussed at the Chair, is subjected to at least 2 reviews by the special-
ists in the society (one oral, one — written). Direct responsibility for
timely reviewing is taken by the heads of departments of the Editorial
Board consequently to the fields of knowledge or the field of research.

Because of the fact, that the journal was included into the group of
those being a leading reviewed scientific edition and in which the gener-
al scientific results of candidate and doctoral theses defense since Janu-
ary, 1, 2007 should be published, and that before that moment the works
of candidates and doctors were published in the journal, the following re-
quirements are necessary to obey to every one willing to be published:

1) the work of post-graduates should be of 0,25 p.s., that of
seeking doctoral degree — 0,48 p.s.;

2) any work for publication should correspond to a doctoral lev-
el, otherwise it would be declined, i.e. the article should touch upon some
new or field in criminology or contain some innovations in the field;

3) the work, touching upon any area of Law and any science is
to be accepted, but it should correspond criminological issue;
a) research in any field should contain criminological expertise

of the innovation suggested, or at least answer some questions: 1) if there
is any concurrence or contradictions to the author’s ideas; 2) the influ-
ence to the author’s project to the dynamics of criminality and law viola-
tion; 3) in what aspect your project could influence the detection of crim-
inality latency and detection the conditions of crime; 4) author’s proj-
ect influence on crime committing, delinquent conduct dynamics; 5) if it
has a preventory function; 6) what is the criminological potential of the
work, its contemporary and future perspectives;

b) if the criminological expertise could not be held within any
norm of the work, it is necessary to make conclusion on the law theo-
ry topic covered: quantitative-qualitative data of the violation according
to the law statistics; the composition of the research’s object; causes and
condition of a crime on social, personal, individual level, personality of
a criminal, preventive measures;

c) the work should contain the results of the criminological re-
search held by the author, i.e. general results of activity of judges of the
peace, federal, arbitrary judges, Constitutional Court of RF, or the results
of any court, or the results of any juridical, law activity.

The volume of the doctoral work could be up to 1 p.s. If the article
is accepted, it is necessary to notify the number of his passport, date of
birth, registration address, ITN to get a fee.

The material published does not necessarily represent the editorial
board’s point of view.

The authors are responsible for selection and authenticity of the
data, reference, criminological, sociological psychological and other
data, proper names, etc. Presenting an article for publication agrees to
present his article in any corresponding edition of the journal.
