Shortcomings are
marked: doesn’t have a good command of the newe
level classification of the preventive maintenance of
crimes; recommendations on optimization of the
system of preventive maintenance are missing; there
are no specific proposals; textually necessary works
or classical ones in this sphere are not used either.
